	Goals:

9th graders (In Seoul, they are middle school Ss) aiming for the preparation of the highly competitive prestigious Foreign Language High School entrance exams.

To thoroughly learn English vocabularies, idioms and expressions.
To practice listening and speaking throughout discussions.

To improve listening skills by listening to the dialogues and answering the questions.

Practice pronunciations through reading the script loudly.

Practice speaking with confidence by interacting with other Ss.

Practice writing skills by giving out written assignments.



	Assumptions:

Since all the Ss are academically high achievers, they all have ultimate high goals and purposes.
Nearly all the Ss have learned English starting at a toddler’s age, therefore have fluency speaking in English.

The Ss have been consistently practicing and listening to many dialogues.

The Ss already know the teacher’s overall teaching style.

The Ss are actively participating in class.



	Language Skills and Systems:

Reading: Script, worksheet

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not fully understand the dialogue.

· Repeat the tracks again until majority of Ss somewhat understand it thoroughly
Ss may not be able to pick up details for listening.

· Repeat the parts that are not clear. (pause-play-pause-play)

If there is not enough time,

· Shorten the post activity and cut off the whole class sharing.

If there is extra time,

· Give Ss time to discuss and share ideas with each other. Teacher may spend more time answering the Ss’ questions or give them extra work.

(Distribute warm up worksheet A.) 
Before we listen to the dialogue, let’s go over to some of the new vocabularies that I’ve handed out to you on the first page.
Demonstration

T: The first word is “Conservative Party”. An unfamiliar word to start with, don’t you think?

The definition means………(briefly explains)
Margaret Thatcher was……….(briefly explains in two sentences what she did during her political era)

Does everybody understand what today’s topic is?
Instructions
Now, I want you to get a partner and find out the rest of the meaning of the vocabularies.  You may use a dictionary if you need to.
CCQs

Do you have a partner to work with?
How much time do you have?

Go around and see Ss who are needed for help. 

Give them the time warning: 1minute left.

Make sure to tell Ss that they have no extra time.

Give no extra time as the teacher needs to move on ASAP.

Instructions
(Distribute worksheet B) There are only 3 questions relating to the dialogue. First, concentrate and listen to the dialogue very carefully.  Then, answer the questions.  I’ll play the track ONLY ONCE.  But, you DO NOT have to answer all the questions in one go.  Everybody clear on that?
CCQs

How many times will you hear the dialogue?


Do you have to answer all the questions on your first try?

Ask Ss if they have all the answers.

Yes: go over the answers. 

No: Check what questions Ss are stuck on. The teacher tells and explains the answers to the Ss.

Now, I’ll finally hand out script A. On that sheet, you are to fill in the blanks.  You’ll only get to hear the dialogue ONCE, so listen very carefully.  DON’T WORRY if you do not have all the answers.   Just try your best, everyone.

CCQs

How many times will you hear the dialogue?

Instructions

Now, check your answers with your partner and help each other to fill in the blanks. I shall see if any of you have written down all the answers.  I’ll ask all of you to read out your answers so that the rest of the class may listen.  Once again, don’t worry if you didn’t get all the answers or got some of them wrong.
Once again, the teacher plays the dialogue and Ss correct their answers.  The teacher tells Ss the right answers by going over the missing blanks thoroughly and explains the passage in full detail.  T makes sure that all the Ss finally understand the whole passage
As a wrap up, the teacher summarizes the topic, ask questions to Ss if they thoroughly understand what they have learned from the passage.  The T also revises some of the vocabularies, asks Ss the meaning.
