	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not know words in lexis worksheet

=> Encourage Ss to guess the meaning in a context

Students have difficulties in writing new complicated vocabulary while listening

=> Encourage Ss to write it down as close as possible

Students probably not be able to catch the details from the listening

=> Chunk the listening and repeating

If time is short

=> Cut the discussion and reduce the time of sharing their opinions

If Ss finishes the task earlier than expected

=> Ask many Ss as possible about their discussion
