Aims:


To learn vocabulary

Language Skills:

Speaking : Comparing answers within groups - Group discussion

Lexis  : The Meanings of the new vocabularies and Expression concerning various situation





Assumptions:


Students already know:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not understand the paragraph easily.


: Repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content





Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


: Repeat the parts over and over again and chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)





If time is not enough 


: Cut post-activity briefly and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions





If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated 


: Ask as many students as possible about their individual ideas


: Give students extra time to communicate and share ideas with each others
