	Aims: 

· To listen a real life conversation in family

· To learn and practice vocabulary for describing various kinds of household chores 

· To understand the different types of housework 
· To figure out the work flow according to the instruction
· To practice speaking and writing by group work



	Language Skills: 

· Reading : vocabulary and worksheet

· Listening : a real life conversation about sharing household chores
· Speaking : group work in figuring out the works to be done
· Writing : gap filling exercise, writing the work flow and vocabulary exercise


	Language Systems:

· Lexis : words used in describing different types of domestic chores
· Function : giving orders
· Structure: imperative mode


	Assumption: 

Students already know
· teaching procedure

· all students are secondary school students

· most of them do not have much experiences of household chores but have idea

· the set up of the class and grouping (there are 3 tables with 4 students each)

     


	Anticipated Errors and Solution:
· Students may not familiar the different layout of house and works
→ Explain each part of house with the floor plan and necessary works
· Student may not follow the speed of the conversation
→ Give the pause between sentences and repeat

· Students may not catch all the instruction given to the “son”
→ Have students work in group to list and make a work flow chart

· If the task is finished earlier
→ Ask students to talk in pairs about the domestic chores they are participating, if not  try to find some

I. Vocabulary

Instruction

Work individually.  Read the words and its meaning and explain. Let the students do the exercise on the second part by choosing and writing proper words in the blank. You have 3 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet)

Demonstration

The #4… “Please _____ all the furniture…” The proper verb for this blank is dust.

CCQ

What do you write in the blank?

Where can you find the words?

Monitoring students and answer the questions.

Inform what  time is remaining.

In case of error, extend for one minute.

Check answers: let students read the sentences with the answer. 

II. Prediction

(Attach the floor plan on board)

Look at the floor plan of the house 

(Explain briefly about the each part of house)

We will listen and find out the area where work needs to be done.

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the Main Idea (general understanding)

Instruction

Listen to the conversation and get a brief idea about the area where the son has to work. You can take a brief note in listening.

CCQ

What are you supposed to listen carefully?

When do you need to take notes?
(Play the CD)

Do you understand? Do you want to listen again?

▪ If Yes → Play one more time

▪ If No → Have them mark out the area of work on the floor plan.

Each group gives one name of the area and come to the board to mark on the floor plan.

II. Listening for Details

Instruction

Now listen again to the conversation and fill in the gap on the worksheet. Work individually

CCQ

What are you going to do?
Are you working by yourself?

(Distribute the worksheet)

Play the CD

Give a pause in between to allow time to write

Did you complete all the blanks? 

Do you need to listen one more time? 

▪ If Yes → Play one more time

▪ If No → Put the group in pair and check the answers with each other

Check the answers with all and write the key verbs on board.

Instruction

Each group comes to the board to write the work that need be done on the area marked.  One for each area.
CCQ

Can you write the details of work on the area marked?

Are you working in a team?

How many areas does each group describe the work?
Check the listed works and make a correction or add any missing.
Then listen to the CD for the last time and repeat sentence by sentence.
