1. Greetings

   T: “Hello, class! How are you doing today? Great!
   T:  Let’s start today’s lesson!”
2. T: Now I’ll ask some questions, please answer me. Ok?
T: Toady, I am very hungry. And I see (showing an apple)
What’s this?

    S: An apple.

    T: That’s right. I eat an apple. (acting out)
But, I’m still hungry and I see (showing a banana)
What’s this?

    S: A banana
    T: That’s correct. I eat a banana. (acting out)
But, I’m still hungry and I see (showing a plum)
What’s this?

	Procedure

1. T: Very good.
(showing a peach) Is this an apple?

    S: No, it isn’t.

    T: Well, what’s this?

    S: It’s a peach.

    T: Yes, it’s a peach. I like peaches. How about you?
Do you like peaches? (moving one’s head up and down)
Then say, “Yes, I do.” Repeat after me. “Yes, I do.”
Do you like peaches? (repeat two or three times more)

    S: Yes, I do. ( putting the sentence card on the board )
2. T: Good job. If you don’t like peaches, what can you say?
    S: …..

    T: We can say “No, I don’t.” Repeat after me “No, I don’t.”
        (putting the sentence card on the board)
3. T: Okay, what’s this? (shows grapes)

    S: Grapes.
    T: Do you like grapes?

    S: Yes.

    T: Me, too. (I like grapes too.)
What did I just say?

S: (No response) Me…
    T: All right. Listen carefully. I said “Me, too”
Say it again please.

    S: “Me, too.” ( putting the sentence card on the board )
<dialogue>

Tom: Wow, it’s time to have lunch.
Judy: Do you like salad?
Tom:  Yes, I do. How about you?
Judy: Me, too. Do you like pizza?
Tom: Pizza? Um… No, I don’t.  
1. T: Ok. Let’s look at this dialogue. 
        I’ll read a sentence and then you guys repeat after me.

T: Do you know the meaning of “lunch”? Can you guess?

S: It means eating.

T: Yes, that’s right.
Lunch is the meal that you have in the middle of the day.
T: In this dialogue, does Judy like salad?

S: Yes, she does.

T: Good! Does Tom like pizza?

S: No, he doesn’t.

2. T: How about you guys?

        (Student’s name), What did you eat for lunch today?

    S: I ate _________.

T: Wow. It’s nice.  Do you like __________?

    S: Yes, I do.

    T: (another student’s name), What do you like to eat for lunch?

    S: Hamburgers.

    T: Me, too. I want a hamburger, too. 

    T: (Student’s name), what kind of food do you like?

    S: Chicken.
    T: Yes. Chicken is delicious. I like chicken, too.
