Are there 

any differences between your prepared lesson plan and 

the real class? In other words did you have any kind of 

preconceptions or prejudice that the class would be in 

that way but just turned out to be in the other way?  

Today we’re going to make our brains be awake to

 some preconceptions while doing riddles. Do you like 

riddles? Ok, then let’s do an easy one together.

Instructions 

Look at the picture and read the paragraph. Then think about who the doctor is. If there is anyone who knows the answer, just raise your hand without answering.

CCQ

Who are you working with?

If you know the answer what are you supposed to do?

Distribute the worksheets. Let students read the worksheet first and wait till the half of the class find the answer. When the half of the class raise hands let them release their answers.
Answer check

Did you get the right answer to the riddle? If you didn’t or if it took several minutes for you to find the answer, why? Yes that’s because you have the preconception that this doctor would be a man. Preconception or prejudice is a belief that you already have about something before you know enough information or have enough experience to form a fair opinion about it. It can be a barrier when we do something like we did when doing riddle. So we’d better not have the preconceptions. Let’s have more chances to get rid of our preconceptions.

Instructions
This time you will have a riddle worksheet which has 4 riddles and hints. Do this with your group for 10 minutes. Try to find out the answers. It’s a competition. If your group beat the other, you will have no homework.
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?

How much time do you have?

Are you working alone?

Is it a competition?

Distribute the worksheets. Let students talk to each other freely. Monitor actively and participate within each group. Give them time warning. Be flexible with time. Give 2-3 more minutes if they need.

Answer check

Let’s check who beats whom. Group1, what is your answer for #1? ……… Group? Is the winner.

   - Riddle worksheet 1, 2 (8 copies)


   





Aims:


To notice one’s own preconceptionㄴ on something


To practice speaking and listening through the riddle solving activity


To learn how to express one’s own opinion and assure other members of the group








Language Skills:


Reading:  riddle worksheet


Listening: the members’ talk when discussing


Speaking: stating, discussing and comparing answers within groups





Language Systems:


Lexis: new vocabularies in the riddle worksheet


Function: stating one’s opinion and talk the others around 


Discourse: sharing each others’ thought





Assumptions:


 -   Students already know how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 student groups at each table)


Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


All students are upper intermediate 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to understand key vocabularies


= Let the peers explain the meanings of the words in a group


Students may not be able to get to the solution of a riddle


= Let them skip


Students may need more time to work on the riddle


= If it takes longer than 10 minutes,  five them 2-3 more minutes


If time is short


= Cut post-activity riddle short  or skip


If students finish their task earlier than expect


= Give them the riddle worksheet 2 and let them discuss
