· At for a Point.
· In for an Enclosed Space.
· On for a Surface. 

3. Drilling
a. Simple Repetition Drill
<Listening Drill >
Show Students the substitution table.
T tells “I read 2 times. You just listen quietly. Do not repeat.”
<CCQ >
· What do you do?
· How many times do you listen?

Point to the Substitution Table while reading. Ss listen.
<Simple repetition in chorus >
T tells “Now listen and repeat.”
T reads each example clearly.
<CCQ >
· What do you do?
Point to the Substitution Table while reading & whole class repeats.
