	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students may not know words in worksheet

=> Encourage Ss to share their understanding each other

If time is short

=> Cut down the time of discussion or check-answers

If Ss finishes the task earlier than expected

=> Encourage Ss to share their opinions on typical problems they usually have
