Aims:


To understand the difference between direct and indirect narration.


To find out some rules while comparing direct and indirect narration.


To present each group’s work and teach peers.


To practice several more direct and indirect discourses.





Language Skills:

Listening: pairs’ reading the story “The Three Little Pings” and peers’ speaking when discussing


Speaking: presenting the work and discussing

Assumptions:





Students already know how the class is set up and run. 


(There will be 4 student groups at each table)


Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


Students are intermediate 


Students know each other well and class mood is comfort.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to understand what they are learning when teacher presents examples.


= Let them have more examples and be sure that they will know later on


Students may not be able to pick up rules from  the group worksheet.


= Let them have enough time or give them some hints.


Students may have some difficulties in presenting in front of the class.


= Let the other members of the group help.


If time is short


= Cut post-activity exercise short  or give them the exercise as homework.


If students finish their tasks earlier than expect


= Let them read the rest of the story book “The Three Little Pigs”
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
