Aims:


-To learn vocabulary about coffehouse with worksheet 1


-To improve listening skills by listening the clip and dictate it.


-To practice writing skill as giving them writing assignments


-To practice listening and speaking by discussing with group members











Language Skills:


- Reading: Worksheet


- Listening: the speaker’s short speech


- Speaking: prediction, comparing answer within groups


- Writing: dictation





Language Systems:


-Lexis: vocabularies about coffeehouse


-Function: listening, group work, script reading


-Discourse: worksheet, interaction among students








Assumptions:


Students already know:


- each other very well


- how the class is set up and run (there will be 4student groups at each table


- teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


- All students are college students or over


- Students are actively involved in the class


 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Ss may not understand the passage/script easily.


Repeat the tracks again until Ss get the sense of the content.


-Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening.


Repeat the parts over and over again and chunk the listening 


(pause-play-pause-play)


-If time is short,


Shorten the post activity and cut off the whole class sharing.


-If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,


Give Ss extra time to communicate and share ideas with each other
