(Write the title on the board.)

(Greetings.) Today’s topic is occupation. Do you know what this is? Do you have jobs? What kind of jobs have you had in the past? What kind of jobs would you like to have?
(Elicit different occupations. Question whether they know the ones that have not been mentioned but are in your vocabulary list.)

(Pass out worksheet.)

Instructions
In your worksheet, the pictures do not match with the occupation word below. In pairs, draw lines to match them correctly, and talk about what kind of work the occupations require. You have 2 minutes.
Concept check questions

Should you work individually?

What should you do with the pictures?

How much time do you have?

(Let students work.)

(Check answers of the worksheet. Ask few students the characteristics of different occupations.)

	Procedure:

Instructions
We are now going to talk about the occupations in groups. Each group will get to roll 2 dices. Instead of numbers, the dices each have words written on them. One dice has places written on it. This dice will be rolled only once per group. The other dice gives information on occupations. Each person will get to roll the dice.
Concept check questions

How many times do you roll each dice?

Instructions

With the information from the dices, create a situation for a role play. Your occupations may be shared only within your group. Do not mention the vocabulary word of your occupation in your role play but gives clues as to whom you are. For example, do not say, “I am an accountant.” Instead you can say, “I’ll do this since I am good with money counting.”
Concept check questions

What are you supposed to prepare in your groups?

Who should you tell your occupations to?

Instructions

Get into groups of 5. You have 10 minutes to prepare so make your role plays short.
Concept check questions

How many people are in one group?

How much time do you have?

(Go around giving the dices. Let the students prepare.)

Instructions

Each group is going to present their role play. When they do, think about the occupations of each member.
Concept check questions

What should you look for when you watch other groups present?

(Time given for first group to present.)

Who is he/ she in the role play? How do you know?

(Repeat the question after each group has presented.)

Okay, we have seen people with different jobs, but what job do you think is best to have? What occupation do people favor most? Why?
Conclusion:

Today we have learnt about ten occupations and the possible activities people with these job may do.

Aims:


Students can learn occupation vocabulary.


Students can think about what people with different occupations do and match the characteristics with the vocabulary word.


Students can use their imagination to create a situation and practice speaking.





Language Skills:


Listening: the role plays of other groups


Speaking: sharing their experience/ opinion, student interaction working in groups, presenting role plays


Reading: none


Writing: vocabulary words, the script of their role play





Language Systems:


Lexis: occupation vocabulary


Function: being able to differentiate different occupations


Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabulary word


Discourse: presenting and guessing through role plays


Grammar: none








Assumptions:


Students are active.


Students are familiar with role plays and how it works.


Students already know the different occupations exist and only need to match the already existing knowledge with the correct English vocabulary.


 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students might not get the meaning of the vocabulary words.


Use similar jobs to explain.


Students may take longer than expected and the lesson might take too long.


Cut down the pre-activity or cut down the class discussion time.
