Whole class. 
	Procedure:

Do you like music? Do you know any pop songs?
Do you remember the lyrics? Why and why not?
May be majority of students can’t sing a pop song. 
Today we will learn a simple and famous pop song.
You’ll love it! After the class you will be able to sing it along. Excited?  



	Pre-Activity 

	Materials: Conversation Sheet

	Time
5 min.

	Set Up
Pair work.
(2 students in a pair)


	Procedure:
Hand out a conversation question sheet. Students choose 3 questions from the Q sheet and ask each other for 5 min.
CCQ
How many minutes have we got?

How many questions do you ask to partner?

Is it group work?

Question Sheet
Q1. What type of music do you usually listen to?

Q2. What are your favorite bands or singers?

Q3. Do you ever try to sing in English in singing room? Why or why not?
Q4. Do you ever listen to English music? Why or why not?
Q5. Do you listening to music is a good way to help your English?

Teacher walks around and sees if students are doing good or not.



	Main Activity 

	Materials: CD and speaker, Jumbled lyrics sheet.

	Time
6 min.
10~15 min.
	Set Up
Pair work.
Group work.

	Procedure: 

1. Jumble Game1 &2 
There is a jumbled lyrics paper given.

You need to listen carefully and number the lyrics in right order. 
Finish Game 1 & 2.
The songs will be played only 3 times.
Give out the jumbled lyrics to each group. 
CCQ
How to play game? -> Write the number!

How many times can you listen? -> 3times only!
T talk
“Every one got the hand out? Are you ready?”
“Now you will listen to a song named “ Tomorrow” for twice.”
“The first pair who finishes the game will win the game!”
“Enjoy the music~!”
Play the music. 
Students must listen and number them in the right order. 
Teacher walks around and helps Ss.
Play several times so they can get the correct order. (total 3~6 times)

After listening several times, students got familiar with lyrics.
2. Check the answers and review the new words and idioms.
Check the answers all together by reading them out loud.
CCQ

“Are there any words you don’t know or understand?”
“What is cob wed?”
Hand out New words and Idiom sheet & review the new words and idioms.

	Materials:  CDs and lyrics sheet. Prize for the Game winner

3 min.

	Set Up
Whole class.
-> Group competition


	Procedure:
Hand out full lyrics sheet.
Sing together and learn the intonations and pronunciations. 

CCQ

Is it fun to sing along?

What’s the chorus?

After practicing several times, compete with each group.

Which team sings more natural?
Rest of class, They sing along.

Group competition is possible if time allows. (Who sings more natural?)

Level:


Pre-intermediate





Materials:


( New words & Idiom worksheet (15 copies)


( Jumbled lyrics paper (15 copies)


( Conversation Question sheet (15 copies)


( Lyrics Sheet (15 copies)


( CD and Speaker


( White board and board markers.





Aims:


( Listen to a famous children’s pop song and improve S’s listening skills.


( Find some useful idioms in the lyrics.


( Sing together and practice pronunciation of new words. And experience singing a pop song.


( Through the jumble game, number the lyrics order.


( At the end of the class students feels that English pop song is not all difficult.





Language Skills:


( Listening (Jumbled lyrics, listen and sing)


( Speaking (Pronunciation correction, Singing and Question sheet)


( Reading (Read the lyrics out loud, new words & Idiom worksheet)





Language Systems:


( Lexis: New words and Idioms used in the lyrics.


( Phonology: Learn how the words are pronounced.


( Discourse: Group work and questions sheet.





Assumptions:


( Students might think English pop song is difficult to understand and sing along.


( Same lyrics are repeating over and over so it’s easy for them to follow.


( Some words and idioms are difficult to understand.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


( Students don’t know some of the idioms or words.


→ Teacher tells Ss synonyms and antonyms or explains if needed.


( If pronunciation is difficult


→ Teacher demonstrates or say words slowly so they can repeat after teacher.
