Ss: (Answer)

T: Whether you know or not, In 1910, Korea was annexed by Japan. Do you know the word, ‘annex’? Let`s guess the meaning. It is opposed to ‘independence’ 
Ss: (answer)

T: Right~! The meaning of ‘annex’ is that if a country annexes another country or an area of land, it seizes it and takes control of it. As you guessed, Today`s topic is “Annexation of Korea by Japan”

Q4. If you were Lee Wan yong, would you do the same things?

Q1. What kind of movement happened? Three things are happened.

Q2. What kind of things are changed after the March 1st movement?

Q3. If you were there at that time, would you participate in those movement?
Q4. After 1929, what kind of changes happened?
Q5. How do you think about Japan after read this article?
