How about this rice? How many bowls can you see? Yes, there is just one bowl of rice. Last one. What can you see in this picture? How many slice of cheese can you see? There are two slices of cheese. 
So now, can you guess what we going to learn?

Show more pictures. Explain & visual demonstration of categorizing using flash cards.

T: We cannot count wine itself because it is liquid. Then how can we say to describe this picture? We say seven bottles of wine.

T: Now, do not repeat. Only listen.
