	Procedure:
(T: Puts wall chart on the white board)

T: Today we are talking about giving the subway direction to a place with the subway map.
1. Reading a dialogue.
Instructions

I’m going to distribute dialogue.

Read the dialogue and draw a line under the each useful expression you consider to give the subway directions to someone. You have 3minutes. Work with your partner.
Demonstration
Here is an example. First, pretend to read the whole of dialogue and if you think, this expression is useful to give the subway directions to someone, draw a line under the expression like this.
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the dialogue.

Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it)

T: 30 seconds left.

2. Learning  useful expressions

T: Let’s find out what you chose. 

(Ask each team for one expression. Write down the expressions on the board. Then explain each expressions. If they missed some useful expressions, add that.)

T: Repeat after me “Take the blue line “. When you use the subway to get some place you want to go, native speakers say take and the name of line, such as blue line or red line.

	Procedure:
1. Practice the key expressions 
T: Let’s check out what you found out through the dialogue.
          Who is caller?

          Where is Ron?

T: Look at the subway map. Let’s practice with this.
 Case 1) No transfer.
I want to go to my friend’s house (location: Take exit 2 at Cow Station), but I don’t know how to get there by subway.  I’m at Cat station. Could you give me the subway directions?
(Ss give T the subway directions to the location T asked for.
Ask for different giving the subway directions several times more to let Ss to practice. Let Ss have chances to make questions  as T did)
Case 2) Need for transfer.
I want to go to my friend’s house (location: Take exit 2 at Cow Station), but I don’t know how to get there by subway.  I’m at Lion station. Could you give me the subway directions?
(Ss give T the subway directions to the location T asks for)

(Ask for different giving the subway directions several times more to let Ss to practice.)
2. Role play.
Structures
We’re doing role play in pairs.
I’m going to give you role cards, subway map (for receiver) and empty papers. There are supposed to be a receiver and a caller like the model dialogue.
Read and keep in your mind who you are. And make your own dialogue with your partner. Receivers have to use the key expressions, when you give your caller the subway directions on the map. On the other hand, other parts of the dialogue could be creative. Then practice your dialogue and switch role, practice one more. You are going to act out in front with this wall chart after pair work.
You have 8minutes…..If some pair acts out in front without the papers having your dialogue. They get pills of vitaminC
Demonstration
Pick up a pair of role card and read it. Show Ss making a few sentences with the key expressions using the map.
T: You could add why caller want to visit receiver’s house.
CCQ
What will you do?

What do you have to do when making dialogue?

Who do you work with?

How many times do you have?

(Distribute role cards, Subway Maps, papers to pairs.)

(Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 3minutes left. 1minutes left.
Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it)

T: Time warning

3. Act out
T: All right! Which pair wants to act out in front first?

(Let each pair to act out in front and let Ss to give the pair in front a big hand after acting out. If there is some pair who act out without materials, give them a big big hand and pills of Vitamin C)

	Procedure:

1. Challenge
T: It’s challenge time.
   We’ll challenge more complicated giving the subway directions. (need for transfer twice)

Structures
I’m going to ask you for giving the subway directions that need to transfer twice, then a volunteer give me the direction. After answering, the volunteer get a pill of vitamin C.
CCQ

What am I going to do?

How many transfers is needed for giving directions this time?

Who answers?

 T: I want to go to the Eagle Station.  I’m at Turkey Station. Could you give me the subway directions?
(Encourage Ss to try to answer.

If there is no volunteer, find out giving the subway directions together.

If there is a volunteer, ask Ss for different stations two more to give other Ss chances. Give them a big big hand and pills of Vitamin C)

2. Closing

Today, we learned about giving directions by subway.

You read the model dialogue and made your own dialogue and did wonderful role play in front.

I really enjoyed your role play. How about you? 

Did you enjoy it as well?
Did you have any difficulties?

What, if anything, was difficult for you during today’s class?

Next time, we will learn giving directions on the street.

Before next time, when you walk along the street, what don’t you try to make sentences for giving directions in English ? Such as 좌회전 or 우회전. Think about that.
OK! It’s time to say good bye.
You did a great job. Have a nice day.

Materials: 


Reading dialogue.


5 sets of 2 role cards.


10 pieces of paper for the role play.


10 sheets of Subway Map.


Wall chart (Subway Map)/Colored magnetic/ Board and board markers.
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Aims: 


To learn vocabularies and expressions for giving someone the subway directions to a place with subway map.


To practice for giving someone the subway directions to a place with subway map by role play.


To making  dialogue that has key expressions with partner.











Language Skills:


Speaking: brainstorming, role play, practicing key expressions.


Listening: teacher’s instruction, partner’s speaking, interacting with group members.


Reading: Reading dialogue, role cards


Writing: making dialogue for role play.





Language Systems: 


Functions: giving someone the subway directions to a place.


Lexis: key vocabulary in the text.       Phonology: reading the dialogue.


























Assumptions:


Students already know:


         - The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.


         - Ss are able to express and write in English but not very accurately.


         - Ss have experience of taking the subway


Ss are mostly active


Ss are Familiar with a pair work and role play and games T offers.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Some Ss will have difficulty in doing the vocabulary and making dialogue.


- Have Ss do themselves first and give some help


If time is short


       -Reduce the number of Ss who act out in front.

If Ss finish their activity early 


       -Give Ss a few more place that Ss should give directions to.


       -Let Ss do some game that they sometimes enjoy.
