	Materials:
 - Whiteboard, board markers, tapes
 - Listening CD & CD Player (Dialogue; about 70 seconds)

 - Worksheet #1 (Cinema Vocabulary) ; 7 copies (6 copies for each pair + 1 extra copy)

 - Worksheet #2 (Definition) ; 7 copies - cut them into strips (6 copies for each pair + 1 extra copy) 
 - Wall Chart ; same as worksheet #1 & strips of Worksheet #2 in bigger size
 - Worksheet #3 (Fill in the blanks) ; 13 copies (12 copies for each student + 1 extra copy)
 - Answer Sheet for Worksheet #3 ;  7 copies (6 copies for each pair + 1 extra copy)




	Aims:
 - To learn English by listening to a real-life dialogue
 - To understand a short dialogue

 - To practice speaking through discussing with group members about the topic related to the 

dialogue

 - To understand cinema vocabulary related to the dialogue by match-the-meaning activity

 - To practice writing English through writing the answers in the blanks on the worksheet



	Language Skills:
 - Reading: Vocabulary worksheet
 - Listening: The speakers’ dialogue on the CD about choosing a film, the teacher’s instruction, 

                      talk to other students

 - Speaking: Prediction, deducing the meaning of words, comparing answers and discussion within 

                      groups
 - Writing: Write answers on the worksheet(fill in the blanks) as listening, 




	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Words related to film
- Phonology: Listening to the sound of the speakers’ dialogue and reading loudly to answer the questions after they write the answers

- Discourse: Working in pairs to find the answers, comparing the answers after finishing the worksheet, having a discussion what might happened after listening to the dialogue



	Assumptions:
Students already know;

  - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course

  - how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)

- they should speak only English in the class

All students are young adults. ( they are over 20 years old)

They enjoy pair work and group discussion.

Most students must have seen any film before.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
 - Ss may not be able to follow the dialogue easily
   -> Let them listen to the dialogue again until they get the Gist

 - Ss may not be able to pick up details from listening

   -> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

 - Ss finish their task earlier than expected

   -> Give Ss more time for the discussion
 - If time is running out

   -> Cut 2nd Main Activity short by playing only Part. 2
   -> Shorten the discussion time

<Greeting>

Hello, everyone. How are you today?

How was your weekend? Has anybody done anything special this weekend? 

<Eliciting and Prediction>

Do you like to watch movies? 
How often do you go to the cinema? 

Can you tell me what your favourite film is? 
And what is so special about it?
(Ss answer & write them on the whiteboard)
Today, we are going to listen to a dialogue about choosing which film to see. But first, let’s find out some cinema vocabulary.



	Learning Activity Phase

	Materials: Whiteboard, Board markers, Worksheet #1 (Cinema Vocabulary), Worksheet #2 (Definitions), Wall charts, Tapes, CD, CD Player, Worksheet #3(Fill in the blanks) and Answer Sheet

	Procedure:
[1st Pre-Activity] - Cinema Vocabulary
<Introduction>

Work in pairs. Find the matching definition strip for the cinema vocabulary on the worksheet you have, and then tape them in the blanks. You have 4 minutes.
(Distribute the worksheet #1, strips of worksheet #2 and tapes)
<Demonstration>

Look at the first word on your worksheet. It is ‘A horror film’. Can you find the definition?
(Tape the worksheet#1 wall chart on the whiteboard)

(Wait for a moment to have Ss find their answer)

Yes, it is ‘a film that scares you’. Now, tape the definition strip on the blank next to ‘A horror film’. 

(Tape the strip on the wall-chart for Ss to see.)

<CCQs>

Are you working individually?

How much time do you have?

Do you write the definition?

Ss do the activity while the teacher monitors discreetly. 

Answer Ss if they have any question about the vocabulary.

Give time warning; 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.

Check answers; let Ss come out one by one and tape the definition strip on the wall-chart. 

Let’s finish the wall chart on the board. Can you come out? 

Find the right meaning for the next word.

Tape it on the wall chart. Yes, that’s right.

(Call one student out. Let her/him find the right strip. Help her/him to tape it. Call the next student.)

After all answers are taped on the wall chart, read the vocabulary and let Ss read the definition.
<Demonstration>

Let’s check what we have here. 

a. A horror film is ‘A film that scares you’, right?

Now, b. ‘A science fiction film’. Can you read the definition together? 

After reading each definition, ask Ss if they know any film in the same category. Let them share their thoughts. (from the vocabulary a to j )
If they mismatch any definition, explain the word in context.
(Example; a film buff - I'm not a film buff. I don't watch a lot of movies.)

[1st Main Activity]
1. Listening for the general idea.
<Instruction>
Now, I will turn on the CD player. Put your pen down, you don’t need to write anything yet. Listen to the dialogue. Think about where they are and what they want to do. Work individually.
<CCQs>
Can you take notes?

Do you think about their names?
(Play the CD player – Dialogue Part. 1)

Do you want to listen again?

◎ Yes -> Have them listen once again.
◎ No  -> Have them share their thoughts

Where do you think they are now? 

What do they want to do there?

(Give clear feedback to every response of Ss.)

Did you get some cinema vocabulary that we learned?

2. Listening for the Details

<Instruction>
Now, listen to the dialogue again. This time, think about what different films the woman and man like. Fill in the blanks on your worksheet.
(Distribute Worksheet #3)

<CCQs>

Can you write on your worksheet?
Are you working in groups?

(Play the CD player. Let Ss check their answers as they listen.)
Do you want to listen again?

◎ Yes -> Have them listen once again.

◎ No  -> Have them share their thoughts

When you are done, compare your answers with your partner.
You have 1 minute.

(Distribute the answer sheet to each pair.)

Check if you have spelled everything right 
(Wait for a moment to have Ss check the right answers.)

Now, let’s see what you found out about the woman. What kind of films does she like?
How about the man?

Let’s read the dialogue sentence by sentence. 

Can we start from you? 
(Call one student to start.)

<CCQs>

How many sentences will you read?

(After each sentence is read, compare it with the dialogue through playing and pausing it one sentence by one sentence.)
[2nd Pre-Activity] - Discussion

Do they have the same taste in films? What do you think they will watch together? Work in a group of 4, discuss what they will choose. You have 4 minutes.
(Seating – There are 4 Ss seated at each table.)
<CCQs>

Are you working in pairs?
Do you have 10 minutes?
Do you discuss where they will have dinner?

Ss do the discussion while the teacher monitors discreetly.

Answer Ss if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Be flexible with time:  If they need, give 1 more minute.

So, let’s hear what you have guessed. Can anyone from this group tell us?
How about this group here? And the last group?
(Ask each group to answer the question. Write the answers on the white board.)

[2nd Main Activity]

Now, we are going to listen again the dialogue with extra information. Think about what they watched. See if it is the same with your guess. Think about if they liked it.

<CCQs>
Are you going to listen to the same dialogue?
(Play the CD player – Dialogue Part 1 & 2)

Do you want to listen again?

◎ Yes -> Have them listen once again. (This time, play only Part.2)

◎ No  -> Have them share their thoughts

So, did you find out what they watched? 
Can you guess who chose it?
Did they enjoy the film?

Share Ss’ opinions.
(Give clear feedback to every opinion of Ss)



	Reflection Phase

	Materials:

	Procedure:
<Eliciting today’s words>

I hope today’s new vocabulary can help you to describe a film. Work in a group of 4 again; describe your favourite film by using today’s vocabulary. You have 2 minute.

<Demonstration>

Let me tell you mine. My favourite film is ‘Star Wars’. It’s a sci-fi film. 

(Wait for the Ss to talk to each other.)

Did you enjoy today’s activity? Good job today. Have a good afternoon and see you all tomorrow.
