(Write the below questions on the board it will be preferred if you have them written already in order to not loose time)

-What have you done to celebrate your birthday?

-What birthday presents would you like to have?

-How would you like your birthday to be in the future?

Now everyone! I would like you to write a paragraph answering the three questions on the board. Your paragraph should at least be around 3~4 sentences long. You will have 8 minutes! It doesn’t need to be perfectly written so don’t worry and just write!

(Students write while teacher is monitoring)

<Directions>
If you are done, divide the syllables in your paragraph. Mark them ALL. When you are done find a partner and read to them out loud what you wrote, but remember to read accentuating the syllables. If you feel your partner got it wrong, then correct them. If you guys are not sure, come ask me. You will have 5 minutes

-What should you do if your partner said the syllables incorrectly?
