<Greeting>
T: Hello, everyone! How are you today? What did you do yesterday?
<Eliciting and Prediction>
(Showing Ss a picture to elicit the topic)
T: Look at the picture. 
(Picture is of a man thinking of his dream)
T: What words come to mind? 
What is he doing? 
How does he look?
(After answers from Ss)
T: OK, today we are going to talk about “dream”.
   What is your dream for the future?
   Have your dreams for your future changed?

	Procedure:

<Instruction>
T: What is the meaning of ‘Dream”?
(After answers from Ss)
T: There are different kinds of dreams; daydreaming,
 having a dream about the future, dreaming 
while you are asleep 
    We’ll learn the expressions related to Dream.
(Explain the words such as dream, wish, hope, want)
T: Ok, now we are going to practice speaking 
about your dream by using the expressions 
with your partner in 3minutes.    
<CCQ>
T: Are you working alone? (No)
   Are you talking with your partner? (No)
How much time do you have? (3min)
Monitor discreetly. Answer Ss if they ask questions.
Give time warning: 30 seconds left
Be flexible with time. Give 1 more minute if they need it.
T: Good job. So, do you think you can achieve 
your dream?
Now, we’re going to see a man whose dream came
 True. 
Watch the computer screen and listen carefully.
(Play the video clip)
    How do you feel after watching this?

	Procedure:

1. Reading Activity
<Instruction>
T: Each S will make a speech about the following question;
Q: What did you want to become when you were young and how did that dream changed? 
Before that, read the article for 2 minutes. 
(Distribute the handout)
<CCQ>
T: Are you speaking? (No)
Are you reading for 5 minutes? (No)
<Reading comprehension>
T:  - What did Francis want to become 
when he was young?
    - What does he do now?
    - Why did he change his dream?
    - What does he think as a good point of being
 a teacher?
    - What are Hana’s three wishes?
    - Does she think that having a lot of money can 
make her happy?
    - What does she do in order to get in good shape?
    -> Why doesn’t she work out to get in good shape?
    - What does she think better than just having 
a lot of money?
2. Listening for Details
<Instruction>
T: Now each S will make One-minute speech 
about the following question;
Q: What did you want to become when you were
 young and how did that dream changed?
    You will have 5 minutes for preparation. And then, make
 a speech for 1 minute.
After the speech, the next person will ask two questions and the speaker will answer them. 
<CCQ>
T: Are you in a group? (No)
What are you supposed to do?(1min speech)
How much time do you have for the preparation?(5min)
What do you do right after the speech? (questions)

Aims: 


- Ss will learn vocabulary and expressions.


- Ss will share their experiences about dream and stimulate each other to achieve it. 


- Ss will have confidence in speaking by pair work, speech


(To make Ss practice more their productive skills)


- Ss will practice and improve reading, listening during transmitting the articles





Language Skills:


- Reading : Reading handout for articles, quotes and songs


- Listening : Listening to the articles, songs


- Speaking : Predicting, Pair work, Speech


- Writing : N/A





Language Systems: 


- Phonology : Listening to the article, songs


- Lexis : Key vocabulary, expressions in the article


- Function : Predicting, giving opinions


- Discourse: Sharing ideas about each dream














Assumptions:


- Ss are adults with advanced level.


- Ss understand the T’s teaching style and to express their opinions in English.


- Ss are mostly active and have a good rapport with each other for pair work.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Ss may not understand the T’s instructions.


( Chunk the instructions. Ask CCQs(Concept Check Questions).


- Ss may not know vocabulary words in the story.


( Encourage Ss to guess the vocabulary from the context


- If time is short


( Cut reviewing today’s topic and assign as homework


- If Ss finish their tasks earlier than expected


  ( Have Ss review the golden words related to the dream 
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
