	Aims :
-To learn vocabularies and expressions in the office
-To practice listening to understand the situations through conversation between characters 
    -To be able to pick up expressions from the dialogue by listening and dictation
-To practice speaking by doing role play with group members.
    -To be able to use the expressions in real life by making a sentence.  


	Language Skills:
    -Listening : short dialogue from Laptop audio(+)
    -Reading : listening worksheet
    -Speaking : prediction comparing thought within groups and role play
    -Writing : dictation


	Language System
    -Lexis : expression used in various situation
    -Function : the application to real life   
-Structure : had to V/ be going to V   


	Assumptions : Students already know :
    -how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table)
    -all students have been working at business field
    -the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions :
   -Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening 
     =Chunk the listening (pause –play –pause -play)
   -Unexpected audio problem
     =distribute hand out and let them read while fixing it
   -If students finish their task earlier than anticipated,
=ask students to work in pairs or group (taking turns doing their role)

Hi everyone, how is everything going? What’s the holiday in this weekend? Right.  It’s Halloween!  What’s your schedule for Halloween day? (write down Ss’ answers on the board and Ts elicit from Ss )  
ex) I’m going to go to the club(writing on the board)
   T: Everybody 
ss: “I’m going to go to the club”-
Good! Today, we are going to listen to some dialogue which can be useful at your working place. But before that, we’ll learn some expressions the speakers use.

         Ask a partner to make a question using above 3 expressions.

  monitor group discreetly
          Facilitate their dialogue
          Give time warning: 1minute left.
CCQ
What did you ask your partner?
What kind of expression was used?

	Procedure:
1. Listening for the main idea
Instruction 
Put your pens down. Listen to the dialogue carefully and try to think of what is going on?
Listen for the expressions we learned
Be still silent and try to listen to 3 dialogues carefully
Try to understand what they are talking about
CCQ
What are you supposed to listen?
Can you take notes? (play it once) 
In the first dialogue What they are talking about
Did you find expressions what we learned?
(Second/third dialogue also checks it in the same way)
Do you want to listen again? 
(Distribute the Listening hand out)
2. Listening for details   
Instruction
Now listen to the dialogue, fill in the blanks on the work sheet as you listen. 
Work individually.
CCQ
What are you supposed to do?
What did you put the blanks of the first dialogue? (Check it)
Yes-ask to next dialogue blanks
No-Listen again ( Play the first dialogue)
(Follow the same cycle until finished with third dialogue)
Discuss the answers with your group members.
Find an agreement answer
(Asking one student in a group of the agreement answer same for group 2, 3, 4)
(If Ss give different answer, write down on the board)
Listen to dialogue once again.
Students read out loud the answer/ correct expression.

	Procedure
I. Free Production
Instruction
OK. folks. You have just learned about useful expressions of everyday lives.
What I would like you to do is to do a role play in pairs within a group by using these two scripts. you've got three minutes.
CCQ
Pointing to specific student, ask these questions;
What are you supposed to do now?
How are you going to do that? In pairs or in groups?
Monitor each group carefully and let all students participate in this role play with eagerness.
CCQ
Choose two students and let them in pairs and have them make their own dialogue using the expressions they learned today.
If they don't understand today's expressions well, explain the expressions to them by using paraphrases of the presenter's own.
II Conclusion Lesson
Elicit today's expression from students
Give homework
Let the students make a dialogue by using the expressions the students learned today.
