	Language Skills:
· Speaking: ask and answer at the optician’s
· Reading:  read new words and idioms
· Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instruction and student’s talking on the topic related to glasses
· Writing: Ss may write conversations which are learned in class



	Language Systems:
· Phonology :  pronunciation related to vocabularies in the article.
· Lexis: new words in the article.
· Discourse: sharing experiences at an optician’s and  conversation at the optician’s



	Assumptions:
· Ss are low-intermediate level
· Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and how the classroom works.
· Ss are familiar with groups discussion.
· Ss are 20 age and up
· The horseshoe arrangement
· There are several students who put on glasses
· Ss  need to have confidence because they are low-intermediate
· Ss did their homework to prepare today’s words and idioms



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss make mistakes in speaking
    (deal it later not to interrupt
· Ss may not understand instruction
(one more explanation

· Ss don’t understand new vocabularies

(Teacher tells Ss synonyms and antonyms or explains again.

· If the class finish than anticipated
