	Procedure:
Hello everyone, how are you?
It’s November 25th already. The end of this year is drawing near. How do you feel in these days? I have been depressed since 5 years before because I don’t want to get old and I feel lonely. (laugh^^) To forget or celebrate these feelings, what would you do? 
We usually have a year-end party with friends, family, or colleagues, don’t we? Then, What do you usually do at the party? 
(Let ss talk about their experience)

We may drink some alcohol, go to club and sing songs at a singing room. Singing loudly in a singing room is a good way to forget miserable things happed this year. It’s not important whether we are good at singing or not. So we are going to learn singing a song related this season. Let’s prepare a song for the party!

	Procedure:
T: Before we listen to the song, let’s learn several expressions we can use in daily life. 

(T write the each sentence on the board)
T: repeat after me
   “I gave you my heart.” 

   This sentence means …
 (T explains the meaning of each sentence)

T: Now, we are going to do a matching activity.
Instruction 

There are 12 useful expressions from the song “Last Christmas” Choose the proper meaning from the examples on the next page. You have 3minutes.
Demonstration

Here is an example. The first sentence on your workbook is “I gave you my heart.” Find the proper meaning of this sentence on the next page. When you fine the answer, write the number on the next to the sentence.

CCQ

Are you working alone?

What are you supposed to do?

Where would you write the answer?

How much time do you have?

(Distribute the worksheet and monitor discreetly)

Let’s check the answers together.

What did you get for “I gave my heart.”?

(Check all the answers orally with the ss)

T: O.k. Now, let’s start listening go the song “Last Christmas”

	Procedure:

(T: play the song once)

1. Listening comprehension
Have you ever heard or sung this song before?

When do you here this song?

Do you know who sang this song?
Anyway, let’s listen to the song and learn it.

Instruction 

I’ll give you the lyrics of the song “Last Christmas”, but there are many blanks.

I’ll play the song twice. Listen to the song carefully and fill in the blanks with what you heard. 
CCQ
How many times can you hear the song?

What should you do?

(Distribute the lyric paper)
T: Did you fill all the blanks? Do you need one more listening?

(If the ss want to listen one more time, play the song once again)

Instruction

Now, let’s check the answer together. 
One person reads two sentences clockwise from the left.
Demonstration

I’ll read the first sentence with the correct answers.

(T reads the first sentence.)

CCQ

Who starts reading?

Who is the next?

How many sentences will one person read?

T: O.K. then. Read the first sentence. 
Do you agree with the answer?

(Same for questions to the last sentence)

(If there are any wrong answers, correct them with other Ss)

2. Singing with the correct pronunciation
Instruction
Now, we are going to sing the song together listening to the original song. I’ll play one verse of the song. Listen to it and sing along with the verse. After this, I’ll play two verses of the song. Then you will sing along with two verses. 
CCQ

When do you sing along?

Who sings a song?

(T plays the song several times until Ss can be familiar with the rhythm and melody.)

Now, let’s sing along altogether listening to the song.

	Post-Activity 

	Materials: 8 pieces of paper for the vote, laptop, some rewards

	Procedure:

1. Song contest

Now, we are going to make pairs and sing the song with your partner. Who start singing first? 
O.k. Then, We’ll decide by rock-scissors-paper. 

The winner will sing the song lastly. 

After the singing, we will vote for the couple who sang the song very well. Please do your best.
(T gives each couple courage and a big hand) 
Now, I’ll give the paper for the vote. Write down the best singers’ name. They shall take a reward. 

(Distribute paper for the vote, gather them, announce the winner and give them a reward)

2. Feedback
T: Did you have fun today?
    Are you ready to sing for the year-end party?

    Prove your ability of singing a pop song to your friends

    And cheer up the mood.

Good Job! I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson

Aims: - To improve listening skill through listening and singing Pop songs

Assumptions:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Mp3 player doesn’t work properly.
