1. Vocabulary

  T: Now, let’s learn vocabulary. It would be very helpful for reading the text.

* frisky
a) Presentation

 (put the PICTURE word card of “frisky” on the board)

*Eliciting:

-Look at this picture of horse. 
-Does he look quiet?

-No, It looks  too energetic & playful to be ridden by a cowboy. 

 So he has to  hold the reins tightly. 

-How do you say for this horse?  Frisky.
*Repeat after me: Frisky.
Eg:  His horse was feeling frisky, and he had to hold the reins 
tightly.
-Now, look at another  picture.
-What is he looking at? 

- How does he look? Very happy? 

- Yes, we may he looks frisky. 
 -This means an animal or person who are energetic and playful and may be difficult to control.
b) CCQ

-  How do you say when your friend is too energetic,

   to fell down on stairs? 

-  Is this boy frisky?
* phenomenon 
a) Presentation
 (put the picture of “phenomenon” on the board)

-Look at this picture. 

-What is it?    Yes, it’s an Apple tree.

-A red apple is falling down from the tree.

-This is universal gravitation.  We can say it’s a scientific 
phenomenon.

-It’s something observed to happen or exists.
This can be seen, felt, tasted, etc., also especially something unusual or interesting .
eg: Gravity is a natural phenomenon.
      Scientif explanation of natural phenomenon.
b) CCQ

     - Can we say that taking out coffee & brining it  is  a social phenomenon? 
* laden
a) Presentation 
(put the picture of Lemon.)
-Look at this picture. 

-What is it?    What nutritive element lemon has the most?  
Yes, Lemon has lots of vitamin.  
 So we can say Lemon is laden with vitamin. 

This  means carrying or holding a lot of Something.
 Synonym: laden [image: image1.png]


loaded, burdened, full.
Let’s look another picture of a man with monkies. 
We can say this man with arms full and back laden with

monkeys.

*stimulation` 

a) Presentation

 (put the picture)

-Look at this boy. How do you feel about this boy?

-Confident? 
-Don’t you think he is encouraged by this pretty girl? 

-This girl would be a stimulation for the boy.  So he feels nothing impossible

Something causes someone or something to become more active or enthusiastic. It’s a kind of encourgement as well.
Eg: Tax cuts will be the stimulation of the economy.

      Read books for the stimulation of your child’s imagination. 

b) CCQ

	Procedure:

Task 1

Instruction

Demonstration

For example, I see “ Coffe was first discovered in Turkey. ”
If is it ture, false or I don’t see any information about it? (Pretend to look for the answer from the text)

In the text, it says “It was first discovered in Eastern Africa.”
So, it’s not true.  Then you will check  “F of false ”. 

CCQ

Feedback

T: Have you all checked the answers?
(If no- give 30 seconds extra reading time.         

If yes-check the answers by having Ss read out each question and say the answer)
Task 2

Instruction

T:Now look at the Page 2.  Please answer the question according to the text.  Underline the part of text where you found the reason.  You have 2minutes. Work individually.
Demonstration
For example, the question 1  “Where coffee was first discovered?” Let’s look at the text.  We see on the 1st line, it’s Ethiopia, Eastern Africa.   I will underline here.  Then write in “It was first discovered in Ethiopia, Eastern Africa.
CCQ

- Are you working in group?

How much time do you have?

What are you doing? 

T: Have you all finished?  Ok. Let’s speak what you have written.  Would you please read out No 1 in full sentence?
(Ss speak the answer from no. 1 to 8 in turn)

T: It’s time. We talked about history of coffee today and came to know where it was first discovered and who did it.  And learned vocabularies related to the lesson looking at the pictures.. Also did some exercise of 2  worksheet,  discussed in pair your opnion about coffee.

HISTORy of Coffee
Coffee was first discovered in Eastern Africa in an area we know today as Ethiopia. A popular legend refers to a goat herder by the name of Kaldi, who observed his goats acting unusually frisky after eating berries from a bush. Curious about this phenomenon, Kaldi tried eating the berries himself. He found that these berries gave him a renewed energy. The news of this energy laden fruit quickly spread throughout the region.
Hearing about this amazing fruit, Monks dried the berries so that they could be transported to distant monasteries. They reconstituted these berries in water, ate the fruit, and drank the liquid to provide stimulation for a more awakened time for prayer.

Then, coffee berries were transported from Ethiopia to the Arabian Peninsula, and were first cultivated in what today is the country of Yemen. From there, coffee traveled to Turkey where coffee beans were roasted for the first time over open fires. The roasted beans were crushed, and then boiled in water, creating a crude version of the beverage we enjoy today.

Coffee first arrived on the European continent by means of Venetian trade merchants. Once in Europe this new beverage fell under harsh criticism from the Catholic Church. Many felt the pope should ban coffee, calling it the drink of the devil. To their surprise, the pope, already a coffee drinker, blessed coffee declaring it a truly Christian beverage.  Coffee houses spread quickly across Europe becoming centers for intellectual exchange. Many great minds of Europe used this beverage, as a springboard to heightened thought and creativity.
