	Aims :
-To learn vocabularies and expressions in the hospital.
-To practice listening to understand the situations through conversation between characters 
    -To be able to pick up expressions from the dialogue by listening and dictation
-To practice speaking by doing role play by pair work
    -To be able to use the expressions in real life by making a sentence.  
    

	Language Skills:
    -Listening : short dialogue from DVD
    -Reading : listening worksheet
    -Speaking : prediction comparing thought within groups and role play
    -Writing : dictation / note taking


	Language System
    -Lexis : vocabularies and expressions used in various situation
    -Function : the application to real life   
-Structure: What would you V (base form)~? / I would V(base form)~.
          : and other auxiliary verbs such as “can” or “should” with base form of verbs


	Assumptions : Students already know :
    -how the class is set up and run (all students have their pairs)
    -Ss are confident enough to imagine all the situations in their real life
    -big enough classroom for Ice breaking
    -After the Ice breaking they knew they have to seat back their seats


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions :
   -Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening 
     =Chunk the listening (pause –play –pause -play)
   -Unexpected audio problem
     =distribute hand out and let them read while fixing it
   -If students finish their task earlier than anticipated,
=ask students to work in pairs (taking turns doing their role)

	(Ts should wrote below things on the white board before Ss come in or when the class start)

1. “Band-Aid tag” Activity

2. Today’s expressions and vocabularies including the title of the soup opera
: Grey’s Anatomy / diagnose / hiccup / odd
: How would you ~~? / What would you ~~? I would ~~.

Hi everyone, how is everything going? It’s pretty cold outside, isn’t it? We’re going to have listening class today. Before start the lesson let’s have some fun!

Activity Instruction : Band-Aid tag
Ok, everyone. We need more space for the activity. So please set the desk in U shape. ( Ss pull their desks on the edge of the classroom ) Thanks. Now we need a tager and a doctor. A tager will make people sick so if tager touch your body part then you have to band your injured part with your own hand. (Show Ss what is the motion like)And the doctor walks around the classroom and treats injured people by touch patient hand. So you have to avoid the tager. And if you get any injured from the tager please call the doctor for save your life. If you don’t see the doctor before both of your hand be the band-aids. You’ll die.
 Do you have any questions about it? Otherwise, let’s gather middle of the classroom. And Who’d love to be a tager and a doctor? 

(Among the students choose a tager and a doctor.)OK, let’s begin!
( If Ss don’t understand, Ts have to demonstrate asked actions in the activity.)

	Topic introduction _ Grey’s Anatomy.
->Today, we’re going to listen a dialogue from famous American soup opera named “Grey’s anatomy”. There are two characters Little Grey and Izzie. Before the listening let me check you guys know these words on the board.
Instruction.

1. Let your students know the person who sit right next them is their partner.
“You two, you two, you two are partners. Great.”
2. Elicit 
*Ask students the meaning of the vocabularies on the board.
: Anatomy / diagnose / hiccup / odd 
 (Ts shouldn’t spend too much time for explain those words )
 *Ask students the meaning of the expressions on the board.

: How would you ~~? / What would you ~~? I would ~~.

(Ts shouldn’t spend too much time for explain )
*Ask students to know any other auxiliary verbs such as “can” or “should”
Ask your students to make some sentences from those expressions with the vocabularies for 2 minutes with their partners. <2 minutes later >
 “So, pair one do you guys make any interesting statement?”
< After whole pairs answer the question>
Pre Listening
Well done. Everyone. I’ll play the DVD now please focus and try to catch today’s vocabularies and expressions. 
And try to understand what kind of situation they’re talking about.
