Work sheet B is for a tourist.)

Title: Going through immigration in the airport








Materials:


-  Computer, beam projector, board & markers


- 8 copies of the half dialogue script and complete script


- 4 copies of the word script 


-Bingo game (cards and a call sheet) 























Aims: 


-Ss can improve speaking and listening skills through role play and improve vocabulary in the script.


-To learn how to cooperate in a peer group when they role play


- Ss will try to guess what we are going to do through activities in pair work. 











Language Skills:





- Writing: Fill in the blank.


- Speaking: Role play with their partners


- Reading: read the complete dialogue


- Listening: listen to the dialogue and mutual conversation














Language Systems: 


- Phonology: read the text, distinctions between L/R, V/B/P


- Lexis: key vocabulary in the text


- Structure: interrogative sentences and pronouns




















Assumptions:


Students already know:


-The teacher`s style of teaching and the pace of the course


-Ss have experience to go through immigration in the airport


-Ss are mostly active and they like the activities such as game


-How the class is set up and run (there will be five Ss in each group) 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





If some Ss can`t concentrate on the lesson


->keep the eye contact or pay attention to them by walking around them and asking some question related to the topic 


If time is not enough


->Skip the Ss` opinions


If the dialogue is too difficult for some Ss


->Repeat the dialogue and I ask them “which words and sentences are difficult?”


If finish lesson earlier than expected


->Ask Ss “Do you have any funny something to happen at the air port?” and use the SOS plan or use the extension activity


Some Ss don`t know words exactly, even though almost of Ss known that.


->First, make them to guess by themselves in groups and give some hints for them
