●Greeting
Hello, everyone? How was your weekend? What did you do?
●Eliciting and prediction
Do you know the Aesop’s fable, ‘Belling the cat’? 

(write it on the board)

I will tell you the story briefly. The mice had a general council to discuss about how to escape from their enemy, the cat. A young mouse suggested attaching a bell around the neck of the cat in order to give warning whenever it is near. One mouse asks who will perform the dangerous task. 
OK, Let’s listen to the story what Aesop wrote.
But before listen to the story, we will learn some words.  Are you ready?

●Instructions

We are going to make 2 groups. You (1, 2, 3, 4 ) are team A, the other students are team B. Match the flash cards with the sentences. You can guess the meaning of the words. You have 4 minutes.
(Distribute the Flash cards and worksheet 1)

●Demonstration

Look at the ‘mouse’. It is a small animal that is covered in fur and has a long thin tail. So match together.
● CCQ
Are you working together?

How much time do you have?
Can you use these words?

● Checking Answers
Let’s check the right answers together. 
Answer; ‘sly’ is with ….
Who is winner? (give sweets)
Are there any words you don’t know?
(If there are, explain them)
- Go trough the vocabulary one by one
- Explain the meaning If necessary

	Procedure:

1. Listening for picking up main words and meaning
●Instruction

Now we are going to do listen to the audio clip. While listening, try to find words and fill in all the blanks. We are going to listen twice. You have 4minutes.

<Distribute worksheet 2(text)>
●CCQ

Do you need more time?
Is it difficult to write down the words?

How many words can you hear from the story?
(If Students need more time, play one more time)
●Checking Answers(worksheet 2)
Let’s find the words together. First blank is ‘measures’…..
(write the words on the white board)

2. Listening for details

●Instruction
(Make 2 groups and distribute the flash cards)

Turn upside down your worksheet 2 and put your pencils down and close your eyes.  Now you will listen again. Remember the main sentence in the story. OK, Are you ready?
( play one time)

Now make one sentence by using the flash cards with your team. Don’t see your worksheet 2. 

(If student have difficulties, give clues) 
Clues: ‘You have to make a moral sentence’ or
‘It means that it is easy to suggest difficult solutions.’ 

●CCQ

Can you take note the words?
What are you supposed to think about?

How much time do you have?

●Checking Answers

Answer:  ‘ IT IS EASY TO PROPOSE IMPOSSIBLE REMEDIES’
Who is winner? (give sweets)

(Extra question)

What did the young mouse propose?

How did the old mouse say?

Title: Belling the cat








Materials:


- Flash cards


- Worksheet 1(the meaning of the words) – 8 copies


- Worksheet 2 (text with blanks) - 8 copies


- Markers and white board

Aims: 


- To learn vocabulary and expressions by matching the flash cards 


	- To improve listening skills by filling in the blanks in the text while listening


	- To understand the implication of the fable by answering


	- To practice speaking by discussing with others


	- To be able to remember the story by rewriting and storytelling 





Language Skills:


- Listening: Audio clip, the teacher’s explanation


- Speaking: Discussion with partner, answering the questions, storytelling


- Reading: matching the flash cards with sentences, reading the text and worksheet


- Writing: dictation (filling in the blanks), rewriting the story





Language Systems: 


- Lexis: Outwit, sly, treacherous, procure, remedy


- Phonology: distinctions between S/Z


- Function: predicting, debating, discussing








Assumptions:


Students already know:


The teacher’s style of teaching the pace of the class


Students have been accustomed to discussion and writing


Students can speak and write mostly in English


Students  know how to explain their opinions in English








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Students may not know vocabulary before the story


  → Encourage students to guess from context first and explain the meaning


	- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


→ Read the text, play the audio clip again, and chunk the listening


	


	- If time is short


→ Be flexible with the time.  Give more time to finish it and cut off the time of post-activity


	- If students finish their tasks early


	  → Ask as many students as possible about what they learn from the story
