Aims: 





- To learn about American culture

- Be aware of vocabulary and expressions 


- To practice and improve listening and reading, speaking writing skills


- To practice skimming and scanning for listening key information








Language Skills:





- Listening: Instruction, interacting with group members, CD


- Speaking: Participating in an activity, brainstorming, discussion with sharing ideas


- Reading: Reading the text ‘Shopping’ 


- Writing: Note-taking, opinion sheet








Language Systems: 





- Lexis: (Shopping, currency unit, expressions used in shops)


- Phonology: Practicing new vocabulary


- Function: Acquisition of knowledge how to purchase wisely in various places








Assumptions:





- Ss know the teacher’s style of teaching


- Ss have many experiences with purchasing goods at shops in Korea


- Ss can speak and write in English but not very accurately


- Ss know how to skim and scan


- Ss did vocabulary assignments (handed out last class)





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not know vocabulary words in the dialogue


Encourage Ss to guess from context





The post-activity may finish earlier than expectation


Introduce the story relate to US bills (ex. Origin of bucks, fortune of $2 bill)





If time is short


Cut introducing the story relate to US bills and reduce the time of Ss sharing their opinions





If the article/CD is too difficult for Ss


Chunk the reading/listening
