C: Here is a vocabulary chart about weather on board.

     Let’s do matching activity.

     O.k, I’ll explain How can we do this activity.

     You pick one of the picture cards and find the right word and then you put it on the right place.

A: 
     Everybody stands and lines up here.(   )

     Jayna, you start first. Excellent! …..you can go back to your seat.

C: Everybody did a great job!

     Look at this! You can see the sun here, it’s sunny.

What do we need on a sunny day?

     you can see the materials on the table.

     Tell me, ( Anna Demonstration)

     Good, we can wear sunglasses on a sunny day.

     Also we need cold drinks and ice-cream.
     Because we are very thirsty.
     What about a rainy day?

     You have to put on your umbrellas, otherwise you can get wet. ( Anna Demonstration)

   And it’s snowy! You can put your mittens on your hands and put your warm hat on your head. So you can feel very warm. ( Anna Demonstration)

A: Let’s review the weather vocabulary.

    Repeat after me! Sunny, it’s sunny….(using a pointer)

<CCQs>

C: 1.Everybody Look at this map. Here is the north pole which polar bears live, is here hot or cold?

---cold~ --good~(put the pic.card)

2. England has almost rainy day, which things we need?

3. How’s the weather in Africa?

--It’s hot(Sunny).

	Procedure:
<Grammar 1>

C: When we talk about the weather how would you ask or answer to somebody? 

We can ask ‘ How is the weather? ’we can also say ‘What is the weather like?’ and the answer depends on the weather at that time.

Everybody look at the board, and repeat after me.

>>>(TC1 using Grammar 1 paper on the board and TC2 put in pic. cards. )
C: Now everybody knew that when we talk about the weather, we always use “IT” do not say “that is sunny /this is rainy like that…”we must use “IT”(using pointer )
(TA write the examples on board)
A:Here are some ex. 

Ex1)
It is warm in spring.
       It is hot in summer.

       It is cool in fall.

       It is cold in winter.

Ex2)It is raining now.

       It is snowing now.

A: As I’ve just explained, when we talk about the weather we must use what??

>>>Ss: answer the question.
A: that’s correct!! 

(T.C put the grammar2’s paper /write tense ex. on board )

<Grammar 2>

A: ok, look at this weather chart; you can see the weather of  a whole  week. When we talk about yesterday’s                       weather you should use past tense “was”, not “is” .
And for tomorrow should use future tense “will be” .

Let’s look at this weather chart again!

Yesterday was Saterday,how was the weather on Saterday?

Ss------

Good!

Today is Sunday,what is the weather like?

Ss------

Great!

Than how will be the weather tomorrow?

Ss-----

That’s right!
T.C: Here are some examples about tense (using pointer)
Ex)1.  How was the weather on Friday?

 It was sunny day.=>>>This is a past tense sentence .
2. What will the weather be like tomorrow?

       It will be windy.=>>>This is a future tense sentence.
3. Today is rainy and I’m bringing  an umbrella.=>>>This is a present tense sentence.
<Role Play>

A: Now, let’s do the role play about the weather 
(point the paper on board)

Here is some situation and listen carefully .
· Dialogue-

(Picachu sits  in the living room watching the weather casting channel on TV and pororo just came back from out side.) 

 Picachu: pororo, tomorrow is our picnic day.

                 And the weather caster  said  it will be sunny  tomorrow. 

pororo: I don’t think so. It will be rainy  tomorrow.
Picachu:  But today is sunny , it was sunny yesterday too.

pororo: But not now. Go out and look up at the sky .
              It is cloudy , little rainy and windy outside.

Picachu: Really? Oh no… I feel sad…I wish that tomorrow will be a sunny day.

pororo: Me too. But I think that tomorrow will be rainy and windy . 
 (TC choose two Ss randomly and let them play)  
C: Why don’t you try this role play? Jessica and Christina come up here, and do a role play.

Jessica will be Picachu, Christina will be pororo.

A: you guys are doing very well!

<Fun activity>
C: Look at this! What are they?
     Yes, they are weather dice.

     There are some pictures and words on the dice.

     We are going to show you how to play this game.

     Chelsy first: I roll this dice and then make the question sentence about weather.

     (demonstration) ex)the word is yesterday.

     I can make the sentence like this.=>How was the weather, yesterday

    Anna: I roll this dice then make the answer sentence.

(demonstration) ex)the picture is the sun.

I can make the sentence like this.=>It was sunny.

A: O.K, anybody wants to play this game?
     Sherry & Inhee stand up you two play together. First Sherry roll the dice for the question.

     ( Sherry roll it and make the question sentence.)
    Then, Inhee roll the dice for the answer.

( Inhee roll it and make the answer sentence.)

C: Well done!! Very good!! 

     Now, Jullie & Jayna you two play together.

A: Patrick & Uri you two play together.

……………   

C: Excellent & clap your hands!
<Drills for grammar review>

C:I am going to give you example sentences.

    First, you guys listen carefully, and then you answer the question, all right?

Ex) I can see the sun. How is the weather?
=>you answer like this: It is sunny.

=>you answer like this: It is snowy
