	Materials:
· Listening CD & CD player (a story with a length of 1 minute 40 seconds)
· Worksheet #1 (Guess the story): 7 copies (1 copy for each student + 1 extra copy)
· Worksheet #2 (Words in the Story): 4 copies (1 copy for 1 pair + 1 extra copy)
· Worksheet #3 (Take notes): 7 copies (1 copy for each student + 1 extra copy)
· Worksheet #4 (Make a dialogue): 3 copies (1 copy for 1 group + 1 extra copy)

· Whiteboard and board markers


	Aims:
· Ss learn about the Internet slang by listening to the article.
· Ss practice listening to the details by taking notes.
· Ss learn new words through their English definition.
· Ss practice making a new dialogue using Internet language.


	Language Skills:
· Listening:    listening to the recording, the teacher and students

· Speaking:   talking to each other through the pair/group work
· Reading:     reading the new words’ definition on the worksheet #2
· Writing:       rewriting a dialogue in Internet slang in a proper English
                      making a dialogue using the Internet slang
                      writing students’ own sentences through worksheet #3, 4


	Language Systems:
· Phonology:  learning the same sound with different spellings like ‘2’ and ‘to’
· Lexis:             learning how to make new words, especially internet slang
                       learning new words by doing the worksheet#2
· Function:      guessing about what some slang words mean 
                        making a dialogue using the Internet slang
· Discourse:     discussing the merits and demerits of the Internet language


	Assumptions:
· Desks have already been arranged in a circle
· Ss already know each other well

· Ss are familiar with group work and discussion


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1 If time is short          

→ Shorten the main activity (2) time to 10 minutes. Cut post-activity (Free production) short. Skip the presentation of a dialogue.
2 If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated

→ Tell students about more examples of Internet slang and ask each student what he or she thinks of it.

	<Greeting>

Hello everyone. Did you have a great time for lunch?

<Eliciting>

Today’s topic is the Internet slang. As you know, there are an increasing number of new words from the Internet in Korean. Can anyone say some of them? What do they mean?

(Elicit Ss’ knowledge and write the words on the board.)

Do you know English also has similar ones? We’re going to learn English Internet language today.

	Ⅰ. Predict the story

<Instruction>

You will read a dialogue between Chris and Betty. They are using the Internet language. We’ll work in pairs. Guess what each line means and rewrite the dialogue in proper English. We have three minutes for this. 
<Concept Check>

Come close to your partner.

How much time do we have?

Are you going to just talk to each other or write as well?
(Distribute the worksheet#1)

Observe what the students are doing. Give time warning: 30 seconds left.
Now let’s figure out the meaning of each line. Speak the first line loudly, what is it? The second one?  … And the last one?

(Write the proper English on the board)

Now you can correct your writing if there are any errors.

	Ⅱ. Study words in the story

< Instructions>

Before listening to the story, we are going to study some new words together. You’ll work in pairs. 
(Distribute the worksheet#2)

First read part A, descriptions of the new words. Then match each word and its example or description in part B.
<Concept Check>
What should we read first?
How can we work with part B?
Give students time to work. If students ask some questions, answer them. If students don’t do well, help them with some more examples. Ask students if they are ready, and check up the answers when they say yes.

Now let’s compare the answers. What describes the first word, slang? …

	Ⅰ. Listening for the main idea
<Instruction>

Now, I will start to play the recording. Put your pens down. Just use your ear only. Listen to the whole story. Try to figure out the main idea.

<Concept Check>

What are you supposed to do?

Can you take notes?

(Play tracks 1 through 4  without stopping)

Would you like to listen one more time?

If the answer is yes, have the students listen again.

As you know, this story is about the Internet language.
1. Why do people use Internet slang?

2. Is Internet slang used only by particular Internet chatters?

3. Are all the people in favor of the use of Internet slang?

Give clear feedback to every response of students.
Ⅱ. Listening for details: Speaking after the recording
<Instruction>

Now, let’s listen to the story again. This time you should focus on finding out details. You can fill out the worksheet#3. The recording will be played three times without stopping.
<Concept Check>

What should you do while listening?
How many times will the recording be played?
 (Play the recording three times without stopping)
If students don’t do well, play and pause the play.
Compare the notes with your partner. If you don’t know anything well, ask other students or me.

The script of the listening passage
Are you familiar with the language Internet chatters use?

Millions of Internet users around the world are using a language that they are developing themselves. This new English, or Internet slang, is made up of new words such as "blog"; contractions such as "HMWK" for "homework" ; acronyms (words formed from first letters) such as "LOL" for "laughing out loud" ; and finally, symbols that represent emotions."
Why do people use Internet slang? The main reason has to do with speed. Internet chatters are usually in a hurry! They want to send their messages quickly. By using contractions and symbols, writers can type more words per minute. Why take the time to type "For your information" when you could simply type "FYI"?
Some of the new words and contractions used by chatters eventually become a part of everyday speech. In this way, chatters are helping the English language to grow. They are inventing new terms that will probably soon appear in dictionaries. You can already find the words "blog" and "blogging" in most new dictionaries.
It's not difficult to find negative opinions about Internet slang. Using Internet slang almost every day, chatters are starting not to care about correct spellings or grammar. Many teachers complain that students who are used to online chatting are confusing Internet slang with proper English. They worry that chatters are contaminating the language with their invented words and careless grammar. They say Internet chatters should pay attention to using English correctly online. What do you think?
