Ts : Hi, everyone. Its wonderful day isn’t it? Today, we are going to learn how to dance. Then you will get to pair up with a partner to create your own styles of dance. This lesson will make you guys healthier and get rid of your stress. Are you guys excited? Let’s have fun!  
First, we are going to talk about the different types of dance that we are going to perform.

T1: We have many kinds of dances. In fact, Tango, Belly dance and so on.
(Eliciting and T2 will write those on the board)

Demonstration
T2: Now I will give you an example. 
(T2 will show one movement and Ss will guess what she is doing)

+ What do we have to do with the worksheet?

+ How many movements do you have to memorize?
(Distribute a worksheet, T2 will demonstrate all 7 kinds of  movements, T1 will write the answers on the board)

	Procedure:

1.Dance Together
Instruction
T1: Now, please come out to the front and you will move 

according to T2’s instruction. I will be one of your teams.
 After learning all movements we will dance twice with the 

music on. 
(Ss will learn 7 different motions and will be divided into two groups by selection ex. A-B-A-B)
CCQ
+ Who are you working with?
+ Which direction do you always need to start?
+ How many times do you need to repeat the dance?
T2: Now let’s dance with the music on. 

(T2 will give instructions.)
T2: Wow, it was great!  Let’s dance one more time without any instruction.

(Everyone dances together twice, except T2. 

She will be writing down comments.)
2.  Create New Movements
Instruction
T1: You will be working with your group to create your own dance movements. Each group needs to prepare 4 different movements to perform.

When you are performing the dance, each person should say the name of one movement and then you will dance with the music on. You have 5 minutes.
(Divide Ss into two groups <3:4> people using the lottery papers. Each group need to name their groups)
Demonstration
T2: I will Show some examples.

 Swing your arms, tap your laps, touch your head and so on.
CCQ
+How much time do you have?
+How many movements do you have to make?

+ Who are you working with?
(While they are performing their dance, teachers will observe the students actively. After the performance, Ss will vote for the bet group using vote papers) 
T1: Let’s check the result. Congratulations XX group!

Instruction
T1: We will learn from the best group.

(The best group will explain their movement and all Ss will dance with the music on. Teachers will observe Ss)

T1: Do you remember expressions and the verbs that you learned today? 
(Eliciting, Ts will review the movements)
Feedback
Ts: XX, it was fabulous, that you could dance without any mistakes.  XX, you were very creative on making new movements in short time. XX group, have done an excellent teamwork. I am very proud of you guys. Everybody give a hand.
Ts : Wonderful. You guys are like professional dancers! Thank you for your time, and I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson. See you next time!

Aims: 


-Students will have a better understanding of an imperative sentence

Assumptions:


-Ss are familiar with the music, the typical style of dancing used in this lesson.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Ss may find difficulty creating their own dance moves.


: Provide them by showing some more examples, which will encourage the Ss to be more creative. 


- If students need more time:


: Ask the Ss to come up with two movements each, instead of four


- If students are finished with their tasks earlier than expected: 


: Ask them to create at least two or more dance moves or use SOS plans.
