<Greetings>
Hi, I’m Hana and this is a grammar lesson and today, we are going to talk about something which confuses a lot of students. ‘Much’, ‘many’ and ‘a lot of’. 

It sounds very simple and too easy but actually a lot of students are still making these mistakes and it’s actually really important to learn the right usage of three.

	Procedure:
<Pre-teach countable and uncountable nouns>
When we use the word ‘much’, ‘many’, and ‘a lot of’, it’s really important to know the difference between countable and uncountable nouns. 

So, can anyone tell me what a noun is? 
Ok, so noun is a person, a place, idea or a thing. And we can divide this noun further into 2 groups. Countable and uncountable nouns. Can anyone tell me what countable noun is? Yes, it’s pretty simple concept, it’s something that we can count. And can you give me an example? Yes, a cat, sister, etc. Then what about an uncountable noun? Yes, a noun that we can’t count, such as? Advice, homework, milk, water, etc. So these things are substances or concepts that we can’t qualify in terms of a number. 

(Write on the board :)




Ok, so the word ‘much’ we use with uncountable nouns. So, for example, (write) “I drank too much milk. Our teacher gave us too much homework.” So, milk is liquid, it’s uncountable noun, so we can use ‘much’. And homework is an idea or concept and we never say homeworks, so it’s uncountable and therefore we use the word ‘much.’ 

If we want to use countable nouns, then we can’t use the word ‘much’ but we can use the word ‘many.’ 

For example, (student gives an eg.) So __ is countable noun, we can say one __, two __s, so we use the word ‘many’. And we will never use the word ‘much’ in front of a plural countable noun. 

So, just a review, we can use ‘much’ with uncountable nouns and ‘many’ with countable nouns. 

But, we can use ‘a lot of’ with both of them. This is an example, “I ate a lot of apples. Our teacher gave us a lot of homework”. ‘Apples’ is the countable noun and ‘homework’ is uncountable noun. but we can use ‘a lot of’ in front of both of them. 
So, just a review, let’s draw a little chart together.

We can use the word ‘many’ in front of plural countable nouns but not to qualify uncountable nouns. And ‘much’ in front of uncountable nouns but not in front of plural countable nouns. And lastly, we can use ‘a lot of’ in front of both plural countable nouns and uncountable nouns.

Listening: Teacher’s instructions, demonstration, and partner’s ideas.

Language Systems:

Assumptions:





- Most students know the meaning and the usage of ‘much’, ‘many’ and ‘a lot of’.





- Students know they should speak only English in the classroom. 





- Most students know or have an idea of what the countable and uncountable nouns are. 





- There are 8 students in the classroom. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-  There might be an extra time left in the 30 minutes lesson.


*SOS1- selects some questions from the ‘SOS1-quiz worksheet’ and asks students to answer those questions and discuss with a whole class. 





-  There may not be enough time to finish the lesson. 


*SOS2- If students are still working on the 2nd page at 25 past, stop students and go through the questions together as a whole class.  





-  Some students might have difficulty in understanding some countable and uncountable nouns. 


* In pre-activity, have a review time to define what countable and uncountable nouns are and elicit some examples from the students.
