	Procedure:

<predicting about the book>
Ask CCQs about the book cover 
T: Today I brought this monkey here! But he lost his mom! Have you lost your mom before?  How did you feel? How did you find her?
<CCQ>
What does this monkey look like?

How do you think he feels?

Where is he right now?

Are they his friends?

Who else is there?
T: hey guys! We are going to listen to this monkey’s story! Are you all ready to listen to him?
<story telling time>
Telling the “monkey puzzle”
Wearing teacher’s helper the teacher’s board and other students put animals on the board while teacher reads the story

After telling the story ask some CCQs

<CCQs>

Why was he worried?

What happened after that?

How many animals are there in the book?

<instructions about the animals>
Put  pictures and matched cards together on the board
Review about the appeared animals
T: What is this? How can you describe this animal?

Where does it live?

	Materials: mini book, glue, scissors, some outlines cut of animals

	Procedure:

<Making a mini book >
T: Now you learn about many animals, I want you to make mini book with some pictures and word cards. And I also will give you glues and scissors. You can put pictures and matched cards on the same page. And if you want you can color them. So that you will make your own dictionary! But I have something to tell you…there is not right number of scissors and glue. Can you share these together? I hope my lovely kids will share these with friends! Alright? I’ll give you 10minutes to do it!

Language Skills:


Speaking-> telling the short story, making some correct sentences while reviewing


Listening-> listening to the story, demonstration, 


listening what others say


Reading-> reading the sentences on the white board and the word cards, 


Writing-> making the mini book





Language Systems: 


Phonology-> distinctions between M/N, Sh/S, RR/L


Function-> predicting, giving and receiving opinions


Discourse-> expressing idea, asking WH- questions


Lexis-> key vocabulary (ex. Monkey, Parrot, Bat, etc…)


Structure-> many sentences and pronouns
