	Procedure:

Let’s just start with basic and simple rules. So, do you think you can count this word,         ? And how many are they? Yes, it’s a singular count noun.(Write them on the board.(rule1 and 2)) And is           just a particular or a general stuff? Yes, you’re right. But, how about the       ?       
It’s  just one stuff student A bought. (Write indefinite and definite.(rule 5)) (Ask a student.)How long does it take to get here? (Write some words about time including ‘an hour’ on the board.) When do we use an? Yes, when vowel sound follows. (Write ‘vowel sound’ and ‘consonant sound’. Keep going elicitation and explain rule 3, ‘Do not use a or an with plural nouns.’ and rule 4, ‘Do not use a or an with non-count nouns.’)  

Let’s do a worksheet by using these rules. There is number 1,2, and 3 on it, but after finishing until number 2, we will check the answers together. Fill in the blanks with your partner. I’ll give you 3 minutes.

Aims: 


-Ss will understand and practice the rules, meaning, and use “a, an, the.”


-Ss can make their own sentences by using articles.


-Ss will cooperate with each other when they do activities.





Language Skills:


-Reading: worksheet, sentences in Fish Trek


-Listening: teacher’s instructions, demonstration/ partner’s description 


-Speaking: answering to a teacher and a partner, reading sentences aloud


-Writing: do worksheet questions 





Language Systems: 


-Discourse: making own sentences by using a/an/the, solving quizzes


-Function: to know the rules about articles, asking and answering with proper articles


-Phonology: reading the sentences and questions 

















Assumptions:


-Ss can make sentences in English.


-The teacher and Ss are familiar with each other.


-Ss are enthusiastic in the class time.


-They will work in groups(four groups of 2).








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-The main activity finishes earlier than expectation.


=> Ask Ss about their hardness or questions.


-If time is short


=> Reduce the time teacher gave.


-If Ss don’t know well how to use Fish Trek


=> Demonstration again and give them opportunities to do it.


-If all activities finish early


=> S.O.S.(1)- do the icebreaker “True of False”(make 2 sentences of real things about yourself and a false one, and let classmates guess what is false.)
