	Aims:
· Ss will know the meaning and form of “used to do” by elicitation and teacher’s explanation with some pictures and examples.

· Ss can make question and negative forms of “used to do”.

· Ss will practice “used to do” individual work.

· Ss will tell or write past habits and states with “used to do” in pair work.




	Language Skills:
· Listening: listening to teacher’s instruction, explanations.
· Speaking: drilling, answering questions, and talking individually or in pair work.

· Reading: reading the words from the worksheet and make sentences.

· Writing: answering the worksheet.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: listening to the instruction & explanations, drilling

· Grammar: “used to do”
· Function: describing past habits and states which now finished.

· Discourse: working in pairs to share the ideas




	Assumptions:
Ss already know: - the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
- How the class is set up and run.

                               - They should speak only English in the class.

Ss are young adults. (They are over 20 years old.)

Ss enjoy pair work.

Ss are able to express their opinion in English.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Ss may not understand the meaning.

( Provide more examples.
· Ss may have a hard time drilling.
( Encourage Ss to do it.

( If Ss cannot correct their pronunciation by themselves, help Ss with it.
· Ss may have some hard time doing individual or pair work.

( Help Ss with matters but not so much.

· If time is short,

( Reduce time of individual or pair activity.

( Cut off post activity and ask Ss do homework instead.

( Wrap up the lesson immediately.

Anticipate Ss to answer her past & present.

Good! This is 윤은혜’s past and present. What did she do a few years ago? What did she look like?

Ss answer.
And what does she do today? What does she look like?

Ss answer.

As you can see, she was chubby in the past.
But, she isn’t chubby now. She is skinny.
She used to be chubby.

I will show you “used to do” with the time line.

	Procedure:
[Pre- Activity]-Presentation
1. Meaning
(1) Past states

Repeat after me. She(윤은혜) used to be chubby.
As you can see, she was chubby in the past, but she isn’t chubby any more. She is skinny, now.
I’ll give you one example. Can you read this sentence?

Ss read “Kevin used to be married.”
<CCQ>
Did he divorce his ex-wife?

Now is he single or married?
(2) Past habits

I’ll give you one example. Can you read this sentence?

Ss read “Julie used to play the piano.”
<CCQ>
Did she play the piano than once?

Does she play the piano now?

So, Julie played the piano more than once and she doesn’t play it now.
As you can guess, we can use “used to do” when we show past states as well as habits that are finished.
2. Form

 Here are examples according to forms. In affirmative form, “used to” is followed by infinitive.

3. Drilling

(1) Repetition drill
