	Procedure: 

W, J : Hi, Everyone!(Hi) I am Winnie, 

     J :I am Joan. 

W : How are you today? (Good) 

      Okay, I have a ball today. I will throw this ball to one of you, then anyone who gets it, will answer me. 

1) (Throwing to Samson):  Samson, How are you today? (Good). 

    Throw the ball back to me, please. 

2) (Throwing to Gina): Gina, What day is it today? (Tuesday). 

    Yeah, It's Tuesday today. 

3) (Throwing to Young): Young, What month is it today? (January). 

    Good. It is January. Then What date is it, everyone? 

  (12th) Yes, it is January 12th 2010. 

4) Everyone, how is the weather? (Cold). 
While children give answers, Joan writes the title of the lesson, date, day, weather on the board. (The top of the board). 

Okay, Now, I will choose one student. Okay Kim. Can you come to the front? Look at Kim. Is she short or tall? (Tall). 

Yes, she is tall. Now I will choose Samson. Samson, can you come to the front, too? Look at Samson and Kim. Kim is tall and also Samson is very tall. 

Joan starts writing the list of adjectives on the board (right side) as Winnie introduces the adjectives and comparatives in pair.

	Procedure: 

W:  Then Who is taller? We use this in English: Samson is taller than Kim.  Samson and Kim, can you go back to your seats? 

Joan writes "Samson is taller than Kim" on the board. 

W: So when you compare 2 things or 2 people, we put er after ... then put than and something. 

  

Let's think about more words. Look at Sunny, Is she old or young? 

(Young) Young - younger. 

What about old? (older) What about fast? (Faster). 

What about slow? (slower) What about strong? (Stronger). 

How about big? (Bigger) How do you spell Bigger? 

Here Big, There are "a e i o u" short vowel sounds. So before last letter if there is a short vowel sound, put the same letter as the last one one more time. So Bigger. Let's try Fat. (Fatter) Thin (Thinner). 

Now look at this word, cute. We use CUTER, we don't say cuteer. Another word, nice. Nicer. 

What about pretty? We change y to i then put er, so prettier. 

We will talk about this next time. 

Let's say those words together. 

Tall-taller, young-younger, old-older, fast-faster, slow-slower, strong-stronger, big-bigger, fat-fatter, thin-thinner, cute-cuter, nice-nicer, pretty-prettier. 
(Joan comes). 

J: Now, let me show you some pictures to practice making sentences. 

(Showing a picture card of elephants) What are these? (Elephants). 

(Showing another card-mice) What are these? (Mice).
Now everyone, which are bigger? (Elephants).
Good, repeat after me, the elephants are bigger than the mice. 

Again, when you compare two things you use describing word plus er and there is another word added to make a comparing sentence. (Pointing to the word than on the board) what is this word? (Than) okay 'than'. everybody, let's say this word than (than) 

Repeat with other 8 sets of pair pictures.  
The elephants are bigger than the mice.

The horses are faster than the turtles.

The giraffes are taller than the horses.

The hippos are fatter than the lions.

Christine is younger than Sophia.

Samson is stronger than Young.
 (Variation: Ts show the pictures and ask some Ss to make sentences and say them. Variation2: Use Ss or objects  in class to compare their characteristics but keep in mind not to hurt Ss' feelings when Ts compare). 

Winnie will write sentences on the board in the middle as Joan and Ss practice making sentences and motivate class to participate in speaking out loud. 

  

SOS activity. 
Ts erase the words on the board. Ss can have chances to fill in the blank on the board.

	Procedure: 

 W : We are going to have a group activity. I will divide you guys into 3groups. (Dividing) I will give 2 colored paper strips, a glue stick and cut out word cards to each group. You are going to make 2 sentences each. You have to make 2 sentences in the right order.
Then you will glue word cards into the colored paper strips. When you finish gluing 2 sentences, come to the front and put them in the board. 
J : CCQS 

1) What will you do with cut out word cards? 

2) How many sentences are you going to make? 

3) Where are you going to glue cards? 

4) Where are you going to put 2 strips when you finished gluing? 
J: There are writing tips. When you write a sentence, you should write the first letter with a capital letter, and you should put a period mark at the end of sentence. (Showing an example). 

Start! 

(Joan and Winnie walk around and monitor and help them in need.)
Okay. Let's see. (Checking answers Winnie and Joan alternates asking questions -Winnie1-3, Joan4-6) 

W:Let's read 

    #1 sentence together. 

    #2 Gina Can you read this sentence? 

    #3 Sue, Can you read #3 sentence? 

J: Who wants to read #4 sentence? Okay , Grace. Can you read   #4 
  What about #5?  Sunny, can you read #5?

Grammar: Students can make comparative form of "er + than". 


Function: Students can use comparative forms

Discourse: Students can use speak and write comparatives





Assumptions:





Students know names of animals and the plural form of the vocabulary. 


Ss know some adjectives. 


Ss know short and long vowel sounds, and also differences between consonants and vowels. 


Ss in age 9-11 usually don't like singing.
