< Greeting >

T: Hello, everyone! How are you doing today?
Ss: Good / so-so / great….

T: OK~~ you all going to be more excited after the class today. First! Clap your hands three times.

Good~

Now, when I say,  “Clap your hands two times, ‘please’.” Then clap your hands. But when I say clap your hands without ‘please’ Don’t clap your hands.

CCQ 

- When do you have to clap your hands?

(Elicit the students to clap there hand several times)

T: Clap your hands zero time, please!

< Telling students the story >

Check students listening carefully.

< Introduce ‘The doctor of Numbers’ >

T: Now, I’m going to introduce ‘The doctor of Numbers’, who can help the big brother pig to count 11 to 20.

< Instruction – Listen and Repeat >

T: “TADA~~!” Hi class~ I’m the doctor of Numbers~!!

I’m here to help the big brother pig to count 11 to 20~

Are you ready to help the ‘Big brother pig’~?

OK~! Let’s start!!

T: 11, e-l-e-v-e-n, eleven~!

(Showing students flashcards of number 11 to 20  & repeat the pronunciation.)



	Main Activity 

	Materials: ‘How many?’ question book, 12 small number balls, Game board, 3pig face magnets, Lyric paper, 20 pig face magnets.

	Procedure:

< Let’s pick-up the number ball >
Demonstration

Two pupils will come up in the front and pick up each one ball. They will show the number of the ball to the whole class and read the numbers all together.

CCQ

-Who are you working with?

-How many balls are you going to pick as a team?

Each Pairs will keep the ball and when all team had all turn to pick-up the ball, teachers will choose any team to read the number balls they have.

(After the students answers)

T: OK~!! Give a hand for all~

You all did a great job~!

< How many~? >
Showing numbers of animals and objects pictures with numbers, elicit from students.

T: What is this?

Ss: It is a pig~

T: Right~ it’s a pig~ Where can you see pigs?

Ss: At the zoo.

T: Then shall we count how many pigs are here?

Ss: one, two, three…. Fourteen, fifteen~!

There are fifteen pigs.

T: Excellent!! There are fifteen pigs.

(And they will work 6 more pictures to count the numbers 11 to 20, also there’re some numbers from 0 to 10 to review)

< Help the pigs >

Demonstration
(Make in 3 groups.)

First, one member of each group will come up in the front.

Second, throw the dice, and move their own pigs as the number of the dice. The first group who get to the End spot will be the winner.

CCQ

· Who are you going to work with?

· How many members are going to come up in the front?

· What are they going to do?

<Let’s sing the song>

The class will sing ‘ten little pigs’ song from ‘ten little Indian boys’.

First, whole class will sing the numbers forward 1 to 20 and sing the numbers backward 20 to 1.

During the song, teacher will arrange the 20-pig face magnet on the board for number counting.

After singing all together, teacher will choose one or two pupil who wants to try by her/himself. 

Singing the number song backward.

(After the students answers)

OK~! This is all for today~

Did you enjoy the activities?

Was it fun?

See you next time~~ ^^

(Dismiss the class if there are no questions.)

We can do “Simon says” game for 5 minutes.

We can do “Bingo” game using numbers.

Materials:

Aims: 


To learn numbers 11 to 20 and to count.


To learn how to cooperate in a peer group after teacher’s instruction.








Language Skills:


Speaking: Participating in a game, pair work and singing a song.


Listening: Listening to teacher’s instruction, song, story telling <Baby Pigs and their Picnic>


Reading: Reading the sentences on the white board.





Language Systems: 


Phonology:  Practice r/v/th/I:


Structure: Simple sentences


Function: Prediction, giving and receiving opinions

















Assumptions:


Students already know how to count 0 to 10.


Students are familiar with doing games and answering questions.


After class all students are able to know how to count 11 to 20.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


The post–activity may finish earlier than expected → Do SOS activities.


Some students already might know how to count 11 to 20 → Encourage them to guess & do the review activities.


If students don’t understand to task exactly → Doing CCQs to be sure the whole class did understand.
