b. Put all the cards turned over, picture cards on the left side and word cards on the right side.

c. After doing ‘rock-scissors-paper the winner will turn over a picture card and a word card saying ‘what are you doing? - I’m doing’ at the same time.
d. If two cards are the same, take the two cards. If not turn the cards over as the same position before.

e. The student who gets more cards than another will be the winner.
CCQ

- Who are you working with?

- When can you take two cards?
- If the cards are not the same, what do you have to do?
(After the game)

T: Ok. Put your hands up if you lost the game. You have to say “You’re so pretty. So I love you.” to the winner. 
< Let’s sing ‘Lemon tree’ >
a. Show the song ‘Lemon tree’ and listen to the song. 

b. Give students the song lyric hand-out with blanks and let them find out the whole lyric.

c. Sing the song together.

Demonstration

b. When two Ss meet, talk to each other as their cards say.      Ex) What are you doing? I’m ---ing.

c. Rock-scissors-paper and give yours if you’re a loser.

d. The person who has the most cards will be winner.

- What do you have to ask when you meet a classmate?

- What do you have to do if you’re a loser after rock-scissors-paper?

( Roam around the classroom pretending like an egg, chick, chicken and flying chicken. The Ss who become a flying chicken can take a seat. After 5min, the Ss who are still roaming around have to ask “What are you doing?” to the Ss sitting on their chairs. They’ll answer “I’m flying .” or “I’m reading a book.” And so on. )

Assumptions :





Students already know how to make basic sentences.

Some students already might know how to make the target sentences → Encourage them to guess & do the review activities.


If students don’t understand a task exactly → Doing CCQs to be sure the whole class understood.
