	Procedure:

* Read (give Ss a lyric paper )

T: This is ‘Once there was a snowman’ song.

       I’ll read the lyrics. Listen carefully.

T: This time let’s read all together.

* Listen  & Explain 
T: Fold your hands in your lap.

      I’ll play the song. Let’s listen.

T: When the sun comes out, what happens to the snowman? 

Ss: melt/ die/…
T: Right. It’s too sad for the snowman.

      I’ll show you actions look well with sing together.

* Sing with actions

T: Let’s sing together with actions. 

Ss: O.k!

>After Singing<

T: When you make snowman what shape do you like?

       Circle? Triangle?

Ss: Cirle. Triangle. I like circle. 

T: This time we will make out imaginary snowman.

       For example, Like this snowman. 

>Show unique snowmen<

T:  There are so many strange snowmen. 

        Let’s draw your snowman.

        After everyone makes yours’, we’ll introduce snowman and make blind.
        First, This is my snowman. >introduce snowman<

(pointing back with finger) Look at back everyone.

       I prepared blind. After you introduce, attach your snowman on the blind.

T: Let’s draw snowman individually (alone). I’ll give you 7minuetes.  I’ll also give you papers and crayons.

<CCQ>

T: What are we drawing?

Ss: Snowman.

T: Yes, your own imaginary snowman.

      How long are you drawing?

Ss: 7 minutes.

T: Right. We work with your partner, right?
Ss: No, alone.

T: Right. Let’s start.

<Drawing >

T: Who wants to come up and introduce? 

Ss: me. / I want to introduce.

T: O.K. (Gina) come up here, please. 

Ss describe snowman.

T: (Gina), your snowman is so great.

    You can attach your snowman anywhere you want.

Please, attach your snowman, (Gina) and back to your seat.
T: How does the blind looks?

Ss: Fantastic! / Great!

T: How’s the weather today?

T: Yes, It’s too cold. Why it’s cold these days?

Ss: It’s winter.

T: Right. Because it’s winter. 

    When you hear the ‘winter’, what do you think about the winter?

Ss: Snow. / Christmas. / Snowman. / Snow fighting. / 

     Skiing. 

T: There are so many activities in winter.

    Let’s talk about your favorite winter playing or why you like winter. 

    The first person pick next person. If (Sue) speak first, (Sue) will pick next person.
     First, I’ll give you 1minute thinking time.

<CCQ>

T: What are we talking about?

Ss: Why we like winter.

T: Right. How long do you think?

Ss: 1 minute.

T: Good. Think about alone. 

T: Who wants to speak first?
    Good. (Young) please come up. 

>Ss’s Talk<

T: Today everyone very good. Thank you.

   See you next time.


<SOS activity>
-Divide 4 teams each team named seasons. 

-Give them 5 minutes.

-Write down or think about good point of each team’s season.

-After 3 minutes

-Talk about ‘Why our team’s season is best’.

<SOS activity>

“Describing what we can do on a beach”

-Ask the children to name something they would like to take on a beach holiday.
-They can write down the items they would like to take and write what they can do. (2minutes)

-Teacher starts to ask a Ss1 “What would you like to take?”
-Ss1 asks, “a ball” and asks another Ss2 “If you take a ball, what can you do?”
-Ss2 answers the question. Ss1 asks one more “What would you like to take?”
-Ss2 answers the item and asks another Ss3.

-If Ss2 can’t answer what to do with that item, Ss2 will out the game.
