	Procedure:
<Guessing Game>

T: Last time we learned about farm animals. Today, we’ll learn about some more animals by doing guessing game.

I have seven animal pictures here (show the back side of the pictures). 

There will be three steps for hints.

First, given hint will be doing motion.

Second, you will tell three kinds of the animal characteristics.

Third, show the animal part of the picture.

If you get the answer call out your name and give the answer; and I will give a stamp on the back of the hand.

(And the pupil who gets the answer will come up to the front and give the class the next guessing animal.)

<CCQ>

How many animals are we going to guess?

Who will give the guessing questions?

How many steps for hint? What is it?

T: Ok~ I’ll go first.

Alligator, Monkey, Hippopotamus, Raccoon, Penguin, Camel, Kangaroo

(After all guessing, review over all animals.)

< Making their favorite animal mask>
T: OK, class~ Now we are going to make animal masks.

…
T: Do you hear something~??

(Sound of a horse’s hooves / horse sound – making noise myself)

J: hee-haw~ Hey there~~ 

T: Woe~! Who are you~?

J: My name is Johnny~ Hi everybody~

S: Hi~

T: Johnny~? Where are you from?

J: I ran all the way down from Texas~!

T: From TEXAS~?! How come?

J: Well, I’ve heard there good friends in Korea so, I’m here to make some new friends~

T: Woe~ then you’re in the right place~ isn’t he?

S: (Yes, he is~, yeah~…)

J: Yep~! I can tell~

T: Ok~ then class~~ are you ready to make Johnny’s friends~?

S: Yes~!!!

T: I’ll give you each a paper, and make your favorite animal mask. I’ll give you 6min. 

<CCQ>

What are you going to make?

How long are you working on the mask?

T: Ready~? 

Then let’s start~

Pupils will make their favorite animal mask.

(Telling the time limit. “1min left~”
If some pupil need more time. Give 1min or 30sec more.)

And 2pupil will have time to share their animals in class.

	Procedure:

< Chant - See see what do you see? >
 “See see what do you see?” with motion.

T: First I will go first like this.

“See see what do you see? I see (pupil name)’s sheep is crying~”
Then (pupil name) will show up his/her mask and make sound. And then say the chant and choose other.

We will say the chant all together.

Each of you will have chance to call out his/her animal mask and make sound. And the last person will call me.

<CCQ>

What is the chant?

And what are you going to say?

Who was I?

<Animal name scramble>

T will write scrambled word of animals on the board.

Pupils will come up to the front and fix the word.

Ex. taC / peSeh / goD 

And they will paste match the pictures of animals.

Whole class will read the words.

< Closing >
T: Today we learned new animals and how to make masks.

Was it fun~?

What was the best part~?

(After the students answers)

Ok class~ this is all for today~ 

Let’s end the class with making each of your animal sound.

We can do “Worksheet” matching animals.

Aims: 


To be able to describe animals


To be able to identify different appearance of animals


To be able to learn a pattern of making simple sentence using names of animals


To be able to read and make their own stories about their favorite animal related activities.





Language Skills:


Speaking: Say the names of the animals, Explaining their animal maskㄴ


Listening: Teacher’s instructions, explanations


Reading: Role play (simple sentences)





Language Systems: 


Structure: Simple sentences 


Discourse: expressing their favorite animals


Function: Prediction, giving and receiving opinions

















Assumptions:


Pupils know some names of animals in English and characteristic of animals


Pupils can read and write the name of the animals in English.


They can make simple dialogue to play.














Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


The post–activity may finish earlier than expected → Do SOS activities.


If the pupils don’t understand the tasks exactly → Doing CCQs to be sure the whole class did understand.


If there are no volunteers, pick Ss randomly.


Ss may express just words not whole sentences → Ts encourage Ss to use structure.


Give chances for all students to answer. lf Ss don't know the answer, give a hint or repeat again, and cheer them up to speak. 


CD player may not work → teacher will sing the song.


If the time for making mask is short → give some more time to prepare.
