	Materials: board & marker

	Time
4 min


	Set Up
Whole class


	Procedure:

<Introduction, stretch>

T: Hello, every one! How are you today?

Ss: I’m fine/ I have a cold.

T: Oh, I’m so sorry to hear that. I hope you’ll be fine soon.

T: Did you sleep well last night?
Ss: Yes/ No

T: What happened? Is there anything wrong?

Ss: No, but I prepare the homework yesterday.

T: Good. Then, let’s stretch. Twist your waist. Hold your chair, look at the left(right) side as far as you can. Good. Stretch your arm.
(Teacher shows the stretch with explanation)

<Twenty questions>

T: Good. This time, you’ll guess the food. I ate that food last night. I can answer only yes/no. You can ask “Did you go to the restraint?
 or Is it a white?
 but, you can’t ask “What is look like?” or “How much is it?” because I can’t answer just yes or no.
(Teacher write down the example questions on the board)

 You can ask just 1 times. If you know the answer, raise your hands. Ask clockwise direction. Let’s start from the Kim, Young…
<CCQ>

1. Can you ask wh question?
 “Who makes that food?”
“When did you eat?”
“What did you eat?”
Like this.

2. Can you ask 5 times if you want?

3. Who is the first person to ask?

	Pre-Activity : Song & review

	Materials: Song board, ingredients cards

	Time
6 min


	Set Up
Whole class


	Procedure:

1) Listen the song

T: This time, we’ll sing a song. We learned the “Ally bally”
song. Do you remember?

Ss: Yes.

T: Yes, I changed the lyrics. Listen the song first.
(before sing a song, teacher put the song board on the board)

[Song]

Spaghetti spaghetti bee!

Delicious tasty hee hee hee!

Eat together, Eat together

Good for your body hee hee hee!

2) Sing a song

T: Let’s sing together!

>>>>>T, Ss sing together<<<<<

3) Change the lyrics to the negative thing, and sing a song

T: How about change the lyrics? (Teacher change the lyrics on the board) Let’s sing together.

[Song]

Cup noodle cup noodle bee!

Delicious tasty hee hee hee!

Don’t eat please, Don’t eat please

Bad for your body hee hee hee!

4) Change the lyrics to student’s food, and sing a song

T: (Winnie), What kind of food do you like?

Winnie: I like curry.

T: Is it good for your health?

Winnie: Yes.

T: Then, change the cup noodle to curry, and other lyrics also. (Teacher write down the food name on the board and attach another lyrics)

Let’s sing together.

T: Ok, all of you are great singer! Especially (Christine), thank you, you sing a song clearly and loudly.
5) Review

T: Ok, last time, we learned about the food ingredients. Let’s review.

(Teacher put the cards on the board, and ask Ss to guess what it is)

	Procedure:

<Food contest>

1)Introduction

T: Ok, now we’ll have a food contest! I’ll introduce a food contest briefly. 
a. I’ll divide you into 4 teams. Then each team makes a team name, and decide the food what you’ll make.
b. Draw a picture on the paper. Write down the process. You divide the process into 3 or 4. So every team member should introduce the process of making food. 

(Teacher shows the example with explanation)
 For example, When I make the pork cutlet, I can tell you Step 1, Step 2, Step 3, Step 4. 

c. Not only explain the process, but also explain the good points of the food and something to be proud about. Or what kind of food matches well with this food. If I introduce pork cutlet, I can say like this.

1. It has many proteins so you can make energy when you are tired.

2. It’s good when friend’s birthday.

3. It needs many times and effort to make it.
When one team presents their food, other team evaluate that food. The standards are here. (Teacher put the standards on the board)

Let’s read it together

1. Is it good for your health?
 
2. Is it a delicious-looking food? 
3. Are there cook’s  true heart in the food?’
 
e. We learned about the ingredients already. There ingredients dictionary on the board. So you can reference it if you want. 
f. The most important thing is this. Make the western food only. So you can’t make the “Kimbob” “Sushi”. If you don’t know the process, don’t be confused. It doesn’t matter if you know the exact process or not. Just imagine it, and check the real process later. I’ll give you just 5 minutes.
<CCQ>

1. I’ll decide the food to each team. Is it right?

2. When one team presents their food, what will you do?

3. It would be okay if just one student explains the process alone. Is it right?
4. When I give you this paper, what will you do?

5. How many processes will you divide?
6. Can you make a “Kimchijjigae?”
7. How long will you prepare the food?

2) Present the food

T: Okay, Now let’s present the food. Put down your pen please. 
a. Don’t forget to evaluate, each team is a board of examiner. I’ll give you evaluation paper. When you finish the evaluation, I’ll say ‘raise up’ then you raise up the paper. So that we can see the it. And tell me the whole score, then I’ll write down on the board. The team who gets the most points is the winner. I’ll give you this crown.
(Teacher shows the examples)   

b. The perfect score is 10, the lowest score is 4.
<CCQ>

1. Do you evaluate the food individually or by team?

2. What is the perfect point?  what is the lowest point?

3. After raise up your evaluation paper, what will you say?

T: Okay, which team is first? ____________, come out please.

(If team doesn’t say ‘Is there any question?’
 then teacher will say that)

(When Ss present their food, teacher write the key word on the board)

T: Okay, Now, raise up your evaluation paper!

(Then teacher write down the points on the board)

T: Yes, All you did a great job. The winner is ____________.

Clap your hands. I’ll give you a crown.

(If time is left)

T: Let’s review the food and key points. What was the A team’s food?

When it is good?

Ss: When I have a cold, it’s effective.




	Post-Activity : Golden bell game, OX quiz

	Materials: OX cards, some questions, golden bell board, marker, eraser(tissues)

	Time
10 min

	Set Up
Individual


	Procedure:

1) Golden bell game.

T: Okay, we’ll do a Golden bell game. 
a. When I say something, then you guess what it is, and write down the answer.
b. And when I say 1, 2, 3 then raise up your golden bell board.
c. If you right, you can go next question, but if you wrong, you can’t answer next question. If you are wrong, turn inside out your golden bell board. 

d. The last student is winner, and that student will get a golden bell.
(Teacher shows the example)

<CCQ>

1. When you have a wrong answer, but anybody didn’t catch it, you can answer next question, is it right?

2. If you don’t know the answer, can you see other student’s answer?

3. Who is the winner?

 2) OX quiz

T: This time, we’ll have a OX quiz! 
a. All of you come out here, and here are ‘O’ ‘X’
 marks. I’ll tell you some questions. After you hear it, if you think it’s right, you go to the ‘O’ sign. If you think it’s wrong, you go to the ‘X’ sign. If you do a wrong answer, go back to your seat. And look at the other Ss whether they do well or not.

<CCQ>

1.After I tell you a question, you’ll make a ‘O’ or ‘X’ with your arms. Is it right?

2. If you do a wrong answer, what will you do?

3. Who is the winner?

[SOS Activity]

1) 2 min

Plan 1: (sing a song)

T: Let’s sing a song. We already learn this song. Let’s sing together. 

2) 5 min

Plan 2: (making story)

T: Here is Sunny’s diary. Let’s guess what happened to her yesterday. There are 4 period marks. So there are 4 sentences. It is written with past tense.

[Sunny’s diary]

I was hungry at morning. I wanted to eat “Cheese pork cutlet”
. I tried to make it. It was a little difficult, but I felt good.
