Aims:

Ss will improve speaking and listening ability by Listening to & answering the reading text and individual presentation


Ss will be familiar with key vocabulary through T’s explanation and C. C. Q 














Language Skills:


Reading: article, Idoms worksheet


Speaking: answering guiding questions, discussion in post activity.


Writing: details(dictation)


Listening: Teacher’s instruction, Audio MP3 file about reading ,explanation of new vocabulary, Ss presentation





Language Systems:


Lexis : obsession, revere, pedestal, not to mention ,mockery , celebrity, mockery, trivial


Phonology: practicing new vocabulary 


Function: writing an Essay


Discourse: discussion over obsession with celebrities / answering individually about reading article
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Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not be able to pick up details from the listening 


->Chunk the listening(pause-play-pause-play)


Ss may not be familiar with use new vocabularies.


->Explain them to use more example sentences 


Students will have trouble giving answers to comprehensive questions.


->help them find the answer in the script .


Some Ss may finish the main tasks earlier than others


->Give them the Question worksheet about reading article
