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Since I studied english at middle school for the first time, I have been experiencing of several foreign languages learning through my life. Now I forgotten all other languages but english which I keep working on in many ways. 
So, on this occasion of writing about personal experience of language learning, I would like to describe english class at my school days and so-called language courses after school. On the whole, This is going to be related to traditional vs. modern classrooms langue systems and language skills.
And then, I will particularly mention about one of my language learning class in abroad relating to characteristics of about learners and multiple intelligence.
First of all, It is well known traditional classroom seating was fixed immoveable and one-piece seats/desks for two students. They were always used in rows in the rows and direction with a wide chalk board. Due to the cramped classroom, It was hard to change seating arrangements. However, modern days, I can see a number of other arrangements are possible. Among them, the horse-shoe arrangement, particularly, proved very suitable for the english class. Almost all of language courses I attended was in this way.
Changing seating arrangements can help students interact with different situations to be recreated within the classroom as well as simply adding variety to the predictability of sitting in the same place every time.
Secondly, Whole classroom set-up in the past have an advantages like students are well-behaved, A lot of information can be presented quickly and students are familiar and comfortable with this set-up. 
On the other hand, There are some disadvantages like students get little opportunity to speak, Everyone works at the same speed and students can be passive or not pay attention. These days, Combination of classroom set-ups can be used in a variety of ways.
Thirdly, Traditionally, language teaching focused on grammar and lexis reinforced by reading and writing. Nowadays, most interest is expressed in work on all language systems and skills, particularly, emphasizing listening and speaking. because in everyday life we often do for more speaking and listening than we do reading and writing. Balance of fire systems of phonology, lexis, grammar, function and discourse and four skills of speaking, writing, reading and listening would make a useful course for language learners.
After all, The purpose of language learning is usually to enable people to take part in exchanges of information, understanding directions, writing a note to colleague, etc. Sometimes traditional teaching methods have seemed to emphasize the learning of language systems as a goal in its won right and failed to give leaners a chance to gain realistic experience in a actually using the language knowledge gained. With a wide variety of ideas, guidelines and my own experiences, I should be aware of and be checked out in terms of the local context I work in.
Following subject is a real story I experienced. At a language course in Manhattan, N.Y. After I took the placement test, I attended a course preparing for CBT TOEFL course and Prep University one.
There were ten students from Turkey, Japan, Switzerland, Italy, the UAE including me. We were already in the fairly high score and tried to get better score. At that time, Most of students were studying those subject for the first time. So, we were not good at bieng together with people from totally different background. Even so, Turkish and Italian were active and talkative enough. 
One day, Italian girl student asked teacher the meaning of a word which the rest of the students might know what it means. 
Then, She keeps asking the meaning of a word whenever she's not sure of it. That really bothered the stream of whole class. So, several students met the teacher to request her stop it. 
Surprisingly, the answer from the teacher was "Do not save your face" and she continuously asked those of small things. At that time, we were upset about teacher's response. He obviously saw the situation from different angle and misunderstood Asian students. We just thought she need home study for word's meaning.
Although, teacher of international group is not so easy, He really needs to listen to his students and communicates clearly. But He ignored critical moments with problem students and resulted in ruin atmosphere of class. As a matter of fact, He was in charge of important role in that language center. And also He is well organized and has a good sense of humor to be a good effective teacher to the students.
In the end, In order to become a better teacher, It is important to be aware of as many options as possible. This may enable us who are studying at TESOL course to generate our own rules and guidelines as to what work and what doesn't.
