Aims:

Students can practice and improve speaking, listening by working in a pair and group.


Students can understand teacher’s direction and do cooperation in a group.


Students can build a vacation plan speaking with group members and explain about it.





Language Skills:


Reading: Read the direction on the slides


Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instruction and students’ storytelling 


Speaking: Telling the story about the vacation based on their experience and wish


Writing: N/A





Language Systems: 


Lexis: Key words and new vocabulary concerning vacation and attractions


Function: Stating about their vacation experience and plan


Discourse: Sharing experiences and plan














Assumptions:





Students already know:


Students already know the Ts styles of teaching and how the classroom works.


Students are adult and intermediate level.


Students have gone on vacations.


Students are active and familiar with pair and group work.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students don’t understand key vocabularies


( Tell them synonyms and antonyms or explains if needed.


Students may not know about vacation attractions.


( Explain about the attractions.


Students may not understand a pair/group work.


( Demonstrate how to do it.


Students finish their tasks earlier than expected


( Ask as many students as possible about their vacation experience


Students take longer to complete their task than given time.


( Assign as homework or cut one of other activity.
