Hello, everyone. How are you today?

Last time we learned about adjective used in describing people’s feeling right?

So we’re familiar with some adjectives already. 

Today we’re going to learn some idioms related to the adjectives we’ve dealt with.

	Procedure:

Okay, let’s go over the previous lesson.

Now we’re going to see pictures in the presentation and tell me the adjectives suitable for each picture.

(Review some adjective of previous lesson looking at the presentation.)

Well, do you think there is a common sense among these words? 

(Students answers and it may vary. )

(If someone answers correctly, then)

Yes!

(If nobody knows, then)

That is ‘Heart’.
People can feel various emotions because of heart.
Before we start the lesson, let’s look and learn some words.
(Show them the words- chest, muscles, bones, internal organs, heart.)
Who do you know any words on the board?

(Ask some questions quickly about the words.)

We just check where our hearts are.
Then, let’s learn some expressions using words heart.

	Procedure:

(Give them fill in the blank work sheets.)
First listen to the speakers and fill in the blank. 
(Listen to the sentence by sentence couple of times. If they can’t pick up the details well, chunk the sentences.)
(When they finish, check the answer by asking answers to the students.)
Shall we start from Soo(S’s name)?

 What did you listen for the first sentence?

(Then, write down the answers clearly and check the answers for all blanks.)
(Watch the presentation-including the script  made up of couple of sentences which describe each picture  - one more time, but in this time repeat what students listen together and talk about the context. )
Okay, what happens to him/ her?
How does he/ she feel?
Can you guess what does it mean?
(If they know) Yes, that means……….

(Unless they know) It means………
(Repeat this process according to the other rest of the pictures.) 
(Repeat the sentence one more time to check out and memorize what they listen.)

(Then, distribute the worksheets about idioms.)  
Now, I’m going to distribute the worksheets. Match the meaning and write down appropriate meaning for the idioms. I will give you 3 minutes. Go, go, go!
(When they finish, check the answer by asking answers to the students.  .)

 Expression using the word ‘Heart’








Materials:


Idioms worksheet(12 copies)


Listening worksheet(12copies)


Computer and projector for PPT presentation


Speakers for dictation and listening

Aims: 


To learn idioms and expressions related with the word ‘Heart’ comparing adjectives of feeling


To practice listening  to real-life expression of diverse feeling 


To improve listening skill and concentration by repeating and dictating


To be comprehend the meaning of idioms by doing worksheets


To practice speaking by doing pair works and individual short speech





Language Skills:


Listening : video clip and mp3 file of idioms


Speaking: prediction, comparing answers


Reading: idioms worksheets


Writing: dictation, creating dialogues using idioms





Language Systems: 


Lexis : idioms used in describing people’s feeling and situations


Function : short speech about special moments


Structure : relative clauses and phrases(collocations) 











Assumptions:


Students already know how the class is set up and run the pace of the course





Students just learned adjectives used in describing people’s feeling last time.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to pick up the details from the listening


→ listen again or chunk the listening or give them examples.


Students may need more time to work on the idioms 


→ suggest them to work in pairs to mutually reinforce 


If time is short


 → cut the time for individual presentation and change it into casual talk


If students finish their tasks earlier than expected


→ chunk the mp3 file and make each student listen to one sentence (or less) and ask what you listen
