	Procedure:

Hello, everyone. How are you today?

Last time we learned past tense.

Did you practice to use past tense doing your homework?

(Yes!)

Good.

Today we’re going to learn ‘used to, be used to and get used to’.
Sounds like a tongue twister, isn’t it?

I promise it’ll be very fun.
Before we start the lesson, let’s do a warmer activity.

	Pre-Activity 

	Materials: picture cards

	Procedure:

(Give each student a secret card written famous character’s name, which they just hold with their hands without looking. The students give a hint or explanation in turn to figure out their identity.)

This is called secret identity.

 I’ll give a card and you can’t look at the front side and just face it down. Other students will give a hint or explanation about your cards in turn then figure out what your character is. 

Now I’ll count 1, 2, 3. Then still don’t look at it just pick up the card so that other students can see your cards.

Now 1, 2, 3!

(Start with the students sitting the nearest to the teacher)

	Procedure:
Today’s subjects are ‘used to, be used to and get used to’. They sound very similarly but have different meanings.

Look at the screen to check out the meanings.

( -    PPT presentation showing grammar rules about used 
to, be used to and get used to and define each
expression.

· Tell students a story as an example.

· To help students’ understanding, use two pictures showing of past and present and explain the differences between two, using ‘used to, be used to, get used to’.
· Ask some questions about the pictures and elicit the students answer with topic grammar rules.
· Then give them the worksheets and check the answers together after 3 minutes.

· Students answer the questions in turn.
· Show them video clip(her debut stage) and some pictures(her new life) about Susan Boyle and compare two situations and express with topic grammar rules.
· First, about Susan Boyle, next about the audiences and finally about the judges. 
· Present some key words on the screen and ask possible answer to the students.

Aims: 


To practice and fully understand expressions ‘used to, be used to and get use to’


To be able to adjust the expressions to students lives and experiences


To be accustomed to describe differences(habits, ability etc.) between past and present





Language Skills:


Listening: listen what the teachers explain the definitions and examples of the expression and watch video clip


Speaking: repeat the expressions, adjusting to various sentences and situations


Reading: read the article as an assignment to write and practice more about the expressions


Writing : repeat and keep practicing using the expressions





Language Systems: 


Function: be able to express how students are changed over time


Grammar:  increase skills and ability to use a word ‘used’ with other verbs  and a preposition


Lexis : expressions used in describing how people was in the past  and how they are accustomed








Assumptions:


Students already know how the class is set up and run the pace of the course





Students already learned the past tenses and they can understand what the past tense is.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may be complicate by the lesson


→ explain again with more details and give the examples


Students may need more time to work on worksheets 


→ suggest them to work in pairs to mutually encourage 


If time is short


 → do 1 to 2 questions of worksheets in class and suggest students to finish the rest of the questions at home as their homework


If students finish their tasks earlier than expected


→ write about themselves how they’ve changed through their life time using the today’s expressions and make presentation
