	Procedure:
<Greeting>
Hello, everyone! How was your New Year’s holidays?   

O.K. Great!
<Eliciting >
T: Now, I’m going to ask some questions. 
Where are we now? 

Ss: In the classroom.
T: Yes, we are in the classroom.  (write it down on the board)

Where’s the white board?

Ss: Over there.

T: It’s in front of the classroom. (write it down on the board)

    Where’s your pencil case?

Ss: on the desk.

T: Yes, it is on the desk. (write it down on the board)
 <Introduce the topic>

 T: What do you see on the board? (encourage Ss to ‘see’ the prepositions)
 Ss: on, in, in front of
 T: Yes, right. We call them ‘prepositions.’ Today, we’re going to learn and practice ‘Prepositions of place.’ (write it down on the board)

	Procedure:
<Eliciting>
What prepositions of place do you know? (wait for Ss’ answers and write them down on the board)
O.K.  We’re going to focus on 6 prepositions for today.
(distribute the preposition list)
 Now let’s talk about the meaning of these.

1. Meaning

Explanation & visual demonstration of meaning using drawing and realia. 
(use realia and wall chart)

T: (with pointing a pencil case) What is this? 

Ss: A pencil case.

T: (with holding a pen) what is this
Ss: It’s a pen.

T: (place the pen into the pencil case) where’s the pen now?

Ss: it’s ‘in’ the pencil case.
T: Yes, the pen is ‘in’ the pencil case. 
<CCQ> 
Which is showing ‘in the box’ on the wall chart? 

Where is the pen? (pen, books, Ss & etc: realia)

In the same way, explain/ demonstrate ‘on, under, behind, between, in front of.’
2.  Form
T: As you see, the prepositions of place express where something(s) is/ are. Prepositional phrase consists of ‘preposition and noun.’ (write it down on the board and point the examples on the wall chart, such as ‘in the pencil case’ and ‘under the desk’)
<CCQ>

When do you use the prepositions of place?
How can you make prepositional phrase? 

T: Where is the white board?

S: It is behind you.
T: Yes, very good. Where is Julia?

S: She is sitting between __________ and ____________.
T: That’s right. Good job.

3. Drilling

(After reading each sentence, make Ss repeat it. Whenever Ss read it, point the sentence. If Ss make errors, give correction right after repeating the sentence.)

Parctice1.  Choose the correct answer
<Instruction>

(Get everyone’s attention) Do the worksheet #1. Circle the correct prepositions. Work individually. You have 1 min.

<CCQ>

What are you doing?

Do you work alone?

How much time do you have?

<Demonstration> 

 T: Look at the work-sheet, under the preposition list. 

Jung-mee, can you read the example? What is the right answer? (wait) 
Ss: ‘in front of’
T: O.K. Does anyone have different answer? (wait) Amanda can you read the full sentence?

S: A big tiger is in front of the house.

T: Now, you may start the work-sheet.

Discreetly monitoring. Help where needed. 

Check answers together. Orally elicit correct answers from Ss. If someone gives wrong answer, ask the others’ answers for correction.

Practice 2.  Making a direction with the proper prepositions & follow it.
<Instruction>
Now, we’re going to do a group work. (make 3 people in a group)

1. Each group makes one direction using the prepositions on the board. You have 1 min.
2. When you finish, each group will say the direction to the whole class. 
3. Other groups should follow the direction.  
<CCQ>

Do you work alone?

Who is/are your group member(s)?

What are you doing?

How much time do you have?

What are you supposed to do after making a direction?

<Demonstration>

T: You should listen and follow my direction. Everybody put your hands on the desk. 

(Observe Ss are following the direction. If they seem to be confused, do one more example together.)

<CCQ>

How much time do you have?

T: O.K. I think you’re ready. You may start it now. 

Actively monitor Ss when they make directions. Help Ss where needed. Monitor Ss whether they fully understand each direction or not.

	Procedure:

Practice 3. Placing the Objects.  

<Instruction>
(Get Ss attention and hold the work-sheet#2) We’re going 

to do another work-sheet. When you see it, there’s a 
picture (with pointing the picture). And there’re directions 
under the picture (with pointing it). Read the directions 
and follow it. Work individually. You have 2 min. You will 
hand in this before you leave the classroom.

<CCQ>

What are you doing?

Are you working within a group?

How much time do you have? 
What are you supposed to do after finishing work-sheet?

T: Look at the next page. There’s work-sheet #2.

<Demonstration>

T: Rachel, can you read the example direction? 

(draw a tree on the white board.)
S: Draw a cup behind the tree.

T: Where do you have to draw a cup? Here? 
(pointing in front of the tree)

Ss: No.

T: Here? (Pointing behind of tree).

Ss: Yes.

T: O.K. (draw a cup behind the tree)

Then, now you may start the work-sheet.

Discreetly monitoring. Help where needed.  

Error correction (Feed Back)
: if you have extra time, do it
If Ss finish the work-sheet#2 earlier than expected, ask Ss draw the objects on the board and check their answers together. During this process, pick up some errors with using the prepositions of place that are produced by Ss. 
Write down similar error sentences and let Ss fix the errors by themselves. Check the answers together.

(If time is short, skip this part)

<Eliciting>

T: Tell me what we’ve learned today.

Ss: Prepositions. on, in, under, between, in front of, behind.

T: can you give an example of the each preposition?

(Listen to the examples).

T: Everybody agree to this example? Do you have any different idea?

T: O.K. Well done. 

You guys did really great job today.
I hope you enjoyed today’s lesson.
There’s no homework for today!

<Outline of the Next Lesson>

T: Next week, we are going to learn more prepositions.

Aims:


To learn and practice the form, meaning, and use “on, in, under, between, behind, & in front of.”


To familiar with the prepositions of place through simple drill, visual demonstration and completing of worksheet activities.

Assumptions:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may not clearly understand the meaning


 → give more demonstrations and examples.


Ss may have hard time for drilling.


→ give error correction immediately & give Ss more chance to practice.


If time is short,


→ remove the post-activity(Practice 3) and give it as homework.


If there is extra time,


→during the post-activity, ask Ss draw the objects on the board and check them right or wrong. If Ss make errors, give correction and more examples for their better understanding.
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
