	Procedure:
With the lead-in questions, teacher explains what the class will be learning in this lesson. 

1. Briefly introduces 5W1H questions with examples. 

5W1H- what, where, when, who, why and how
2. With students complete five sentences.

	Procedure:

With two pens, ask students which pen they like better.

Taking one pen, ask students whose pen it is.

After completing simple sentences with 5W1H information questions, students are introduced with more information questions. They are whose, which, How long, How far, How often. This instruction will take two minutes.
1. Possessions and Choice

Instruction

After brief explanations (explaining meaning of possessions and choice and examples) distribute worksheet to everyone.

Ask students to fill part one.

Give one minute.

2. How long, How often, How far

      Instruction
After brief explanations (explaining meaning of How+adjective expressiions and  examples) ask students to complete part two. Give students one minute
     CCQ
What are you doing now? What part in worksheet?

How much are you given?

3. Completing worksheet part three

Ask students to complete part three. Using all the information questions learned in class. Students can work in pairs. Give two minutes to complete.
     CCQ
What are you doing?
How much time do you have?

Aims:

Language Skills:


Listening:  Teacher instructions, explanations, and classmates examples.

Writing: Filling sentences using information questions





Language Systems:


Lexis: Various information questions (What, where, how, how often, which, Whose…)


Grammar: How often, long + tenses


Function: Asking when, where, why, who, what and so on











Assumptions:


Students already have heard about 4W1H information questions.


Students are between upper beginner and low intermediate level


Students have studied English before but are not used to speaking English.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may have hard time making example sentences.


---- give more examples from the chart and help students individually


Students may have hard time speaking out.


---- give one or two extra time to finish the task
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
