Aims:


- Students will learn vocabulary and expression about places such as cities or countries. 


-  Students will predict the main idea by looking at the pictures and they will be more concentrated in listening by answering the questions.


-  Students will practice speaking in a pair discussion.


-  Students will practice vocabulary through worksheets.



































Language Skills:


-  Listening : the 3 speakers’ stories about where they live.


-  Speaking : present their ideas of some questions, compare answers with a partner,


                      discussions.


- Reading :  vocabulary and exercise worksheet.


- writing : answering and correcting mistakes in the worksheets, dictation, write a small essay using the vocabulary they learned from today’s topic.  





Language Systems:


- Phonology: learn pronunciation of vocabulary words


- Lexis : vocabulary used in describing places such as cities or countries. 


- Discourse: Students in pair work and discussion or presentation.














Assumptions:





-  Most of students have the knowledge about many different places (cities and countries)


-  Students know most of the vocabulary in the script 


-  Students like pair or group work and discussion.


 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





-  Students may have some difficulties to understand some sentences.


   -> Let them listen to the CD again until they understand the content.


-  Students may miss the prepositions or articles because of chunks and speed


   -> Divide the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


- Students may need to listen to the CD more times than expected.


  -> Reduce post-activity conversation time, and let 1or 2 students to present their ideas.
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
