2. Listening to details
Instructions

Now listen to the speakers one by one this time. Fill in the blanks on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.
CCQ

Are you working alone?
What are you supposed to do?
(Distribute the worksheet)
Play track 1.
Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

·  Yes → Have them listen one more time.
·  No →  Play track 2
(Follow the same circle until finished with track 3.)

Aims:





To learn vocabulary and expressions for practicing one’s character by words & expressions worksheet


To practice listening to real – life  speech of people with various accents


To improve speaking by role playing with group members


To be able to pick up details from the real – life situation by listening CD

Assumptions:





Students already know;


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


How the class is set up and run ( there will be 2 students in a group)


How to fill in the blanks


-  All students are familiar with movie (Age 20 and up, only women students)


Most SS have seen a movie of ‘The devil wears PRADA’ as last class activity.











Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the script easily


⇒ Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the contents





Some students may not watch ‘The devil wears PRADA’


⇒ Tell them the main story of the movie





Students may not be able to spell the words what they heard    


⇒ Let them think again and look up the dictionary to make sure it





Students may need more time to think the script for making themselves


⇒ if it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut the activity and let students do it as homework





If the activity is over earlier that expected


⇒ Ask as many students as possible about their business experiment and talk about their worst president.
