Most Korean has been enthusiastic about learning English such as me. Even if we spent lots of time and money for learning English, I think that I am still not good at English as compared with spending time for learning English. Being good at English means not only good at one or two skills, it should be good at all English skills (writing, reading, speaking and listening). Is it only my (learner’s) faults that my English skills are not enough? There might be some other reasons. So, now I am going to investigate what the important elements is in learning second language through my successful and failed English learning experience. 
According to my failed English learning experience in my middle and high school, traditional classrooms is not appropriate atmosphere in learning second language. When I was in middle and high school, we were very passive students in class time. Our role in the class was primarily to listen, concentrate and take notes on teacher’s lectures. So our English was focused on receptive skills (receptive skills are listening and reading skills). I know that listening and reading are important skills in learning English. However, I realized speaking and writing skills are more important in using English. It is possible to get receptive skills by memorizing vocabulary and grammar rules but productive skills (productive skills are speaking and writing skill) can be trained with group activities. It means that students should participate classroom activities positively and teachers must try to make their classrooms being modern classrooms style. 
I am sure that the teaching style is also very important for students to learn second language. Adrian Underhill has suggested that there are three kinds of teaching style. These are explainer, involver and enabler style. I am sure that most teachers we met are explainer style. I also experienced the explainer style. She was my English teacher in middle school. She usually spent time to explain things by using the board in class time and then occasionally answered our questions. I could not find any interest in her class, since she focused on ‘lecturing’ and ‘explaining’. She should have made us being interested in lesson and good atmosphere through effective teaching such as positive feedback and a sense of humor.  
There are not only failed English learning experiences but also successful English learning experiences in my personal experiences. From now on, I am going to tell you my successful English learning experience. I met teacher who is the enabler of teacher’s style in academy for learning second language. Since the class was for Adults, she often showed that she respects our opinions by sharing and negotiating with us for decisions made in her classroom, and she prepared lots of things what we can be interested in before the lesson for us to participate the lesson. We used to discuss ourselves about topic, in that time she occasionally helped and guided us to achieve our task. So we were expected to learn independently without constant support from lectures this is known as autonomous learning. She was the best teacher who knows about the subject matter and about methodology and also has an awareness of how individuals and groups are thinking and feeling within her class. 
Because the class was English class for adults, the classroom atmosphere was different to youth learners classroom. Fortunately the teacher was already familiar with ‘Adult learners characteristics’. It is very important to design successful classrooms. Malcolm Knowles summarized that ‘Adult learners characteristics’ are following five characteristics, 
a. Adults have years of experience and a wealth of knowledge
b. Adults have established values, beliefs, and opinions
c. Adults expect to be treated as adults
d. Adults are relevancy-oriented. 

e. Adults are goal-oriented. 

Therefore, teacher must be aware of those characteristics to help adult learners. Because my English teacher in academy was already familiar with ‘Adult learners characteristics’, she could deal with problems between us gently and help us to achieve our goal because she knew why we want to learn and what we need for learning English. 
  There are lots of difficulties in learning second language. So learners who is learning second language need appropriate classroom atmosphere(modern classrooms) and a good guide(teachers who is the enabler style), namely it means that the teacher’s role is most important for students to learn second language. To summarize, there are a lot of problems in traditional classrooms such as focusing on receptive skills, lack of student’s understanding, interaction between teacher and students. So teacher has to change their style from explainer to enabler with effective teaching and then the classrooms style can be modern classrooms automatically. Learners must get both receptive and productive skills to be good at second language. Teacher is not an explainer who explains and answers our questions. They are also mentor and supporter and counselor to learners by understanding about learner’s characteristics. If those elements are met, there are only our passion and effort left. 
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
