Use it before a singular noun.

Use a before a consonant and use an before vowel
T: (put substitution table on board)

The following word  starts with a consonant

The following word starts with a vowel

a boy

a school

a girl

an aunt

an orange

an American girl

T: Do we use an for boy?
Ss: No, we use a for boy.

T: good, we use a for boy because b is a consonant.

T: Do we use a for aunt?

Ss: No, we use an for aunt.

T: Yes, we use an for aunt because a starts with vowel.

*Drilling
T: Repeat after me.  a boy, a school, a girl

Ss: a boy, a school, a girl

T: Repeat after me.  an aunt, an orange, an American girl

Ss: an aunt, an orange, an American girl

T: Very good.

T: Let’s do little exercise (showing 5 different picture flash card to each Ss)

(write on w/b I see____ radio)

I want you to add a or an and read sentence.

Ask 5 random picked Ss to read sentence. 

(ostrich, bear, orange, octopus, deer)

CCQ’s:

T: Can I say a octopus?

S: No, an octopus

T: Can I say a school?

S: Yes, a school

T: Can I say an deer?

S: No, a deer.
